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PREFACE

The intent of this study commentary is not to prove that one book is superior over another or that one is more right than the other. Instead, the intent is to let the writings of all the ‘Prophets of Old’ challenge us in this journey. ‘Faith’ is always personal and can never be otherwise. Thus, faith in God must come with a personal quest. It cannot be someone else’s God but your own, just as accepting God from someone else will remain someone else’s knowledge and interpretation and can never be really your own. In the Books of Moses, you will find that God is referred to as God of Abraham, God of Isaac, and God of Jacob. Jacob never refers to God as his grandfather’s God, but as his own God. God is personal. 

Many a time, ‘truth’ is twisted by culture and by someone else’s interpretations. Yet the quest for Truth and God must come from a pure heart in order to discover both and be unshackled from the interpretations of others and the indoctrinations of culture. God and Truth are not the sole propriety of the pope, bishops, priests, pastors, monks, or imams; rather, God and Truth are personal. That is one of the many reasons we are given intelligence so that we can come to our own findings and conclusions. The quest will most likely lie outside the challenges of this writing, and one may delve into more research, studies, and prayers of the heart. That is a reasonable expectation. A personal quest for God and Truth can be likened to a search for the Holy Grail, but the major difference is that you will find God and Truth. 

Therefore, the intent of this study commentary is to challenge you in your journey, and the expectation is that you will find both God and Truth. You will receive with overflowing joy and a peace that surpasses all understanding. 

To bring out differences, contradictions, and discrepancies found in the writings of the Prophets of Old is not to blaspheme, slur, or offend God, but is a quest for Truth and God Himself. Of truth, the God of Abraham, God of Isaac, and God of Jacob - who is ONE - longs for all to chase after Him with all our hearts and souls and truly know Him. In summation, let us all in unity draw closer to Him, the Everlasting and Almighty God, that we may apprehend His Glory to praise and worship Him in knowledge and in truth. 

To GOD WHO LOVES US, beyond all understanding, be Glory and praise forever and ever. 
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INTRODUCTION

This work is written for those who are interested in seeking Truth by knowing and understanding the differences between the Qur’an and the Bible. Instead of relying on hearsay, true understanding will emerge from actually knowing what has been written in the two great books. In my reading, I have found that what has been written in the Qur’an consists of very similar stories and characters. However, the details vary greatly to the extent of reflecting very different stories, doctrines, and to some extent char-acteristics of God. Furthermore, the Qur’an presents very short excerpts or brief references to the full stories that are found in the Bible. Thus, it is my intent to relate a full comparison between the Qur’an and the Bible so that the reader can make his or her own judgments. From Surah 6:154 in the Qur’an, 

“Moreover, We gave Moses the Book, completing our favor to those who would do right, and explaining all things in detail, — and a guide and a mercy, that they might believe in the meeting with their Lord.” 

This is not an exhaustive comparative study commentary, but one which identifies, addresses, and brings to light major differences. The basic assumptions that are used in this study commentary are explained. 

Firstly, the newer writings of the prophets cannot contradict nor confirm the older writings, but can only testify to the older writings. Conversely, the older writings of the prophets will confirm and verify the newer writings, but they cannot testify to the newer writings. The newer writings can add to the older writings, but they cannot contradict them. Otherwise the newer writings could claim that the older writings are incorrect and seek to change, annul, or abrogate the concepts, doctrines, tenets, and storyline of the older writings, which were written hundreds or thousands of years prior. Therefore, there is no way of verifying whether the newer writings are correct or the older writings are false. To say that the prophets of old had missed something or had forgotten to record what God had given them is an unacceptable accusation, because if the prophets of old had been careless or forgetful, then God would not have used them at all. 

Secondly, there is only one truth on a single subject as there cannot be two truths or relative truths. 

However, there can be different aspects of the truth. For example, the aspect of an event from the perspective of an observer or witness differs slightly from that of a participant. The observer or witness of an event is defined as a person who was there when the event took place. The role of a witness differs from that of a storyteller who had the story passed on to him or her from someone else. Nevertheless, the truth still stands in that the event took place. Another example is that Moses’ detailed story of himself is as real and true as any story will ever be, because a major portion of it is autobiographical. The third and last assumption is that the character of God is perfect in all His ways. He changes not. He is the same yesterday, today, and forever. If God is not PERFECT in all His ways, then there is no point in progressing past this point of discussion. 

If a newer written work of a conversation to an older story emerges like the many found in the Qur’an, one that could not be found in the older story told hundreds or thousands of years ago, then these questions should be asked: (1) How is it possible to record a conversation that happened hundreds or thousands of years ago without proof? (2) Does the conversation change or in any way alter the storyline ix

of similar stories? (3) Does the conversation reflect the character of God in a way that is not consistent in the Books of Moses, the Prophets, and the Gospels of Jesus? (4) Did the prophets of old decide to omit that part of the conversation, and if so, why would God’s instructions have been disobeyed? (5) If the words recorded by the prophets of old were inspired by God, why would they have forgotten these words? Would not God have reminded them? (6) Would a God that is perfect have allowed His inspired words to be recorded in error? 

Disobedience to God is a very serious matter. Disobedience is sin. For example, when God instructed Moses to speak to the rock for the water to come forth, Moses disobeyed and struck the rock. Even though the water came forth, God punished Moses by not letting him go into the Promised Land with Joshua, Caleb, and the twelve tribes. Moses died in Mount Nebo in Jordan. Since Moses did not follow every detail of God’s instructions, he was disobedient to God. Therefore, he sinned against God and was punished. This example is given to show why the details in the inspired and recorded word of God are of utmost importance. 

The practice of Islam is directed by the Qur’an along with the many and different variations of the Hadith and Surah. The intention of this study commentary is not to cover the full scope of Islam. Instead, this study is limited to the Qur’an, which Muslims believe was revealed to Muhammad by Allah. 

The Qur’an in turn makes multiple references to Moses (+200 times), the Prophets (numerous times), and Jesus (29 times) of the Bible; by these references, that Allah was the One who gave Moses and the Prophets including Jesus and His disciples the messages for the Israelites and mankind. However, this study commentary will identify in detail how words and quoted verses from the Bible differ greatly from words and verses, which are given (in bold letters) in the Qur’an. The extent to which they differ challenges the reader in many ways. Discovering how to resolve these differences is a real dilemma. 

One cannot pick and choose which parts of the Bible (Books of Moses, the Prophets, and the Gospel of Jesus) to believe as truth. This is especially so of parts written between 1,445 BC and 90 AD - long before the dawn of the Qur’an, around 632 AD! It takes a certain kind of steely courage and relentless resolve to chase after God and Truth. You have to look at the written WORD squarely in the eye. You cannot be defensive about what you think you already know or have been taught, and you cannot rationalize away the conflicts and differences found in the Qur’an with the Words in the Bible. The inspired and recorded word of God to Moses; the Prophets (King David, Jeremiah, Samuel, Solomon, Isaiah, Ezra, etc.) of old; and the Gospel of Jesus will not change. These writings concur with each other (all 66 books) with no conflict in theology, doctrines, or dogmas. The books of Job and Moses verify and confirm all of the writings that follow. The older writings must verify and confirm the newer writings, and the newer writings must testify to the old. The reverse is not possible. You will find that all 66 books by the Prophets or writers from 1,445 BC to 90 AD are in harmony or general agreement with each other. Furthermore, the newer prophets always quote the older prophets. 

You must ask this question: “Is the Qur’an in perfect harmony in theology, doctrine, dogmas, and messages with what is found in all 66 books of the Bible?” If you find that there are differences, disagreements, or discrepancies between the Qur’an and the Bible, then you need to decide for yourself how to resolve the differences. As presented in this study commentary, there are not just half a dozen differences, disagreements, or discrepancies but there are more than 250 of them. These differences are especially significant because they deal with the word of Allah, the Perfect and Almighty. All 66 books of the Bible were written well before the beginning of Islam; therefore, it is impossible to posit that all the authors over a period of 1,535 years conspired against Islam or its great messenger, Muhammad. 

Hence, these differences comprise a real dilemma and this is not an easy issue to resolve. If you decide that the 66 books of the Bible are incorrect, then you will need to delete them in your mind and in your heart every time you come across any references made to them in the Qur’an. The causes of the conflict or disagreement do not originate from me nor from this study commentary, but from what the Prophets of Old have said or written.  To blame someone else without evidence is not logical or rational, and so is not worthy of consideration. This study commentary is here to point out the major x

differences, contradictions, and discrepancies. The quest for truth is always personal and the quest for God is also personal. The quest for God and Truth is always a major struggle, and it can be very costly in terms of the consequences of your actions once you discover God and Truth. Whatever conclusion you may arrive at, may God and Truth reign supreme in the end. 

I have had many conversations with Muslims from various countries. They have identified that their major contention is that the books in the Bible have many interpretations filled with falsifications; yet they have not read the Bible. This is what they have been told and/or taught. All of the contents in this commentary are present in Biblical manuscripts that were written several centuries before the dawn of Islam.  These manuscripts are not only available for scholarly research at the British Museum, but the entire text of these manuscripts is available online. The other manuscript of the Books in the Bible in Syriac translation can be found in Milan, Italy, and is dated at the beginning of Islam. When the Dead Sea Scrolls dated between 167 BC and 233 AD were discovered in 1947, scholars found that the contents, which they had worked on thus far, had not been changed or falsified. These are also available online. While there are several biblical interpretations of the same manuscripts by different scholars, the interpretations are not divergent in meaning. The Masoretic Hebrew and Greek manuscripts are still available. The world is full of intelligent Islamic scholars. If their pursuit is truthful and pure of heart, they could work toward studying and interpreting the same manuscripts. They could discover the ‘truth’ for themselves and for Islam.  Do you know that when they discovered the books of prophet Isaiah, Leviticus, and the Psalms among the manuscripts in the Dead Sea Scrolls, they found that the words are identical to those that are found in the translated Bible? The pursuit of God cannot be left to lame rationalization and excuses, but must instead be earnest and full of zeal for the revealed Word of God. To neglect this is to fall short of the calling. This would disregard the rich and great reward that can be found in the written works of great prophets like Moses, Isaiah, John, and Matthew. Danger is ever present when seeking the truth because you may not like what you discover. There is risk, as your discoveries may turn your world upside down. There is a price to pay to get closer to God. There must be a certain amount of courage and internal fortitude in the pursuit of Truth. But please know that the rewards are far greater than this risk. The rewards will exceed all your expectations and understandings. 

You will be richly blessed. Your wonderful life on earth cannot be compared with the moment when God will open your heart and eyes to His Truth (and not our truths). In this way, the Muslim scholars can arrive at their own ‘Book of Truth’ without declaring another interpretation as incorrect or full of errors. Truth must prevail. I am most certain that the great Muslim scholars are up to the challenge. 

In Surah 4:82 we read: “Do they not consider the Qur’an with care? Had it not been from other than Allah, they surely would have found there-in much discrepancy.”  From this passage one can assume that the reader is requested to consider the Qur’an thoroughly with respect and much care. I have respectfully done so. This comparative study commentary shows the many facets of the Qur’an and the Bible which many Muslims and non-Muslims may be ignorant of due to their own sets of assumptions. 

This work is an attempt to clear the air. All are challenged to know more about the basis of their own faith. All are encouraged to seek the “Truth” for themselves. 

When the reader has finished this study commentary and is still open for dialogue, then we will begin to build the bridge of friendship. The basis of our friendship in God is our commonality. This dialogue is about our differences. We cannot pretend to be friends by sweeping our differences under the rug. May we all arrive at the place where the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob intended for us to be. May God bless you richly in your quest for Him and Truth through the reading of His Word. May the Truth of God seize upon you and hold you until you find HIM. May the Love of God conquer all!

become the guarantee of a better 

covenant. The former priests, on 
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the one hand, existed in greater 

numbers because they were pre-

vented by death from continuing, 

but Jesus, on the other hand, 

because He continues forever, 

holds His priesthood perma-

nently. Therefore He is able also 

to save forever those who draw 

near to God through Him, since 

He always lives to make interces-

sion for them. For it was fitting for 

us to have such a high priest, holy, 

innocent, undefiled, separated 

from sinners and exalted above 

the heavens; who does not need 

daily, like those high priests, to 

offer up sacrifices, first for His 

own sins and then for the sins of 

the people, because this He did 

once for all when He offered up 

Himself. For the Law appoints 

men as high priests who are weak, 

but the word of the oath, which 

came after the Law, appoints a 

Son, made perfect forever. Now 

the main point in what has been 

said is this: we have such a high 

priest, who has taken His seat 

at the right hand of the throne 

of the Majesty in the heavens, 

a minister in the sanctuary and 

in the true tabernacle, which 

the Lord pitched, not man. For 

every high priest is appointed 

to offer both gifts and sacrifices; 

so it is necessary that this high 

priest also have something to 

offer. Now if He were on earth, 

He would not be a priest at all, 

since there are those who offer 

the gifts according to the Law; 

who serve a copy and shadow of 

the heavenly things, just as Moses 

was warned by God when he was 

about to erect the tabernacle; for, 

“SEE,” He says, “THAT YOU 

MAKE all things ACCORDING 

TO THE PATTERN WHICH 

WAS SHOWN YOU ON 

THE MOUNTAIN.” 

But now He has obtained a more 

excellent ministry, by as much 

as He is also the mediator of a 

better covenant, which has been 
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enacted on better promises. For 

if that first covenant had been 

faultless, there would have been 

no occasion sought for a second. 

For finding fault with them, He

When He 

said, “A new covenant,” He has 

made the first obsolete.  But 

whatever is becoming obsolete 

and growing old is ready to 

disappear. 

Now even the first covenant had 

regulations of divine worship and 

the earthly sanctuary. For there 

was a tabernacle prepared, the 

outer one, in which were the lamp-

stand and the table and the sacred 
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bread; this is called the holy place. 

Behind the second veil there was 

a tabernacle which is called the 

Holy of Holies, having a golden 

altar of incense and the ark of the 

covenant covered on all sides with 

gold, in which was a golden jar 

holding the manna, and Aaron’s 

rod which budded, and the tables 

of the covenant; and above it 

were the cherubim of glory over-

shadowing the mercy seat; but of 

these things we cannot now speak 

in detail. Now when these things 

have been so prepared, the priests 

are continually entering the outer 

tabernacle performing the divine 

worship, but into the second, only 

the high priest enters once a year, 

not without taking blood, which 

he offers for himself and for the 

sins of the people committed in 

ignorance. The Holy Spirit is sig-

nifying this, that the way into the 

holy place has not yet been dis-

closed while the outer tabernacle 

is still standing, which is a symbol 

for the present time. Accordingly 

both gifts and sacrifices are 

offered which cannot make the 

worshiper perfect in conscience, 

since they relate only to food and 

drink and various washings, regu-

lations for the body imposed until 

a time of reformation.   But when 

Christ appeared as a high priest 

of the good things to come, He 

entered through the greater and 

more perfect tabernacle, not made 

with hands, that is to say, not of 

this creation; and not through 

the blood of goats and calves, 

but through His own blood, He 

entered the holy place once for all, 

having obtained eternal redemp-

tion. For if the blood of goats and 

bulls and the ashes of a heifer 

sprinkling those who have been 

defiled sanctify for the cleansing 

of the flesh, how much more will 

the blood of Christ, who through 

the eternal Spirit offered Himself 

without blemish to God, cleanse 

your conscience from dead works

to serve the living God?  For this 

reason He is the mediator of a new 

covenant, so that, since a death 

has taken place for the redemp-

tion of the transgressions that 

were committed under the first 

covenant, those who have been 

called may receive the promise 

of the eternal inheritance.

For 

when every commandment had 

been spoken by Moses to all the 

people according to the Law, he 

took the blood of the calves and 

the goats, with water and scarlet 

wool and hyssop, and sprinkled

there is no forgiveness. Therefore 

it was necessary for the copies of 

the things in the heavens to be 

cleansed with these, but the heav-

enly things themselves with better 

sacrifices than these. For Christ 

did not enter a holy place made 

with hands, a mere copy of the 

true one, but into heaven itself, 

now to appear in the presence 

of God for us; nor was it that He 

would offer Himself often, as the 

high priest enters the holy place 

year by year with blood that is not 

his own. Otherwise, He would 

have needed to suffer often since 

the foundation of the world; but 

now once at the consummation of 

the ages He has been manifested 

to put away sin by the sacrifice 
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of Himself. And inasmuch as it 

is appointed for men to die once 

and after this comes judgement, 

so Christ also, having been offered 

once to bear the sins of many, will 

appear a second time for salvation 

without reference to sin, to those 

who eagerly await Him.  

For the Law, since it has only 

a shadow of the good things to 

come and not the very form of 

things, can never, by the same 

sacrifices which they offer contin-

ually year by year, make perfect 

those who draw near. Otherwise, 

would they not have ceased to be 

offered, because the worshipers, 

having once been cleansed, would 

no longer have had consciousness 

of sins? But in those sacrifices 

there is a reminder of sins year by 

year. For it is impossible for the 

blood of bulls and goats to take 

away sins. Therefore, when He

Now you 

shall eat it in this manner: with 

your loins girded, your sandals on 

your feet, and your staff in your 

hand; and you shall eat it in 

haste  —  it is the LORD’S 

Passover. ‘For I will go through 

the land of Egypt on that night, 

and will strike down all the first-

born in the land of Egypt, both 

man and beast; and against all the 

gods of Egypt I will execute 

judgements  —  I am the LORD. 

‘The blood shall be a sign for you 

on the houses where you live; and 

when I see the blood I will pass 

over you, and no plague will befall 

you to destroy you when I strike 

the land of Egypt. ‘Now this day 

will be a memorial to you, and 

you shall celebrate it as a feast to 

the LORD; throughout your gen-

erations you are to celebrate it as a 

permanent ordinance. Seven days 

you shall eat unleavened bread, 

but on the first day you shall 

remove leaven from your houses; 

for whoever eats anything leav-

ened from the first day until the 

seventh day, that person shall be 

cut off from Israel. ‘On the first 

day you shall have a holy assem-

bly, and another holy assembly on 

the seventh day; no work at all 

shall be done on them, except 

what must be eaten by every 

person, that alone may be pre-

pared by you. ‘You shall also 

observe the Feast of Unleavened 

Bread, for on this very day I 

brought your hosts out of the land 

of Egypt; therefore you shall 

observe this day throughout your 

generations as a permanent ordi-

nance. ‘In the first month, on the 

fourteenth day of the month at 

evening, you shall eat unleavened 

bread, until the twenty-first day of 

the month at evening. ‘Seven days 

there shall be no leaven found in 

your houses; for whoever eats 

what is leavened, that person shall 
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be cut off from the congregation 

of Israel, whether he is an alien or 

a native of the land. ‘You shall not 

eat anything leavened; in all your 

dwellings you shall eat unleavened 

bread.’” Then Moses called for all 

the elders of Israel and said to 

them, “Go and take for yourselves 

lambs according to your families, 

and slay the Passover lamb. You 

shall take a bunch of hyssop and 

dip it in the blood which is in the 

basin, and apply some of the 

blood that is in the basin to the 

lintel and the two doorposts; and 

none of you shall go outside the 

door of his house until morning. 

“For the LORD will pass through 

to smite the Egyptians; and when 

He sees the blood on the lintel 

and on the two doorposts, the 

LORD will pass over the door and 

will not allow the destroyer to 

come in to your houses to smite 

you. “And you shall observe this 

event as an ordinance for you and 

your children forever. “When you 

enter the land which, the LORD 

will give you, as He has promised, 

you shall observe this rite. “And 

when your children say to you, 

‘What does this rite mean to you?’ 

you shall say, ‘It is a Passover sac-

rifice to the LORD who passed 

over the houses of the sons of 

Israel in Egypt when He smote 

the Egyptians, but spared our 

homes.’” And the people bowed 

low and worshiped. Then the sons 

of Israel went and did so; just as 

the LORD had commanded 

Moses and Aaron, so they did. 

Now it came about at midnight 

that the LORD struck all the first-

born in the land of Egypt, from 

the firstborn of Pharaoh who sat 

on his throne to the firstborn of 

the captive who was in the 

dungeon, and all the firstborn of 

cattle. Pharaoh arose in the night, 

he and all his servants and all the 

Egyptians, and there was a great 

cry in Egypt, for there was no 

home where there was not 
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someone dead. Then he called for 

Moses and Aaron at night and 

said, “Rise up, get out from among 

my people, both you and the sons 

of Israel; and go, worship the 

LORD, as you have said. “Take 

both your flocks and your herds, 

as you have said, and go, and bless 

me also.” The Egyptians urged the 

people, to send them out of the 

land in haste, for they said, “We 

will all be dead.” So the people 

took their dough before it was 

leavened, with their kneading 

bowls bound up in the clothes on 

their shoulders. Now the sons of 

Israel had done according to the 

word of Moses, for they had 

requested from the Egyptians 

articles of silver and articles of 

gold, and clothing; and the LORD 

had given the people favor in the 

sight of the Egyptians, so that 

they let them have their request. 

Thus they plundered the 

Egyptians. Now the sons of Israel 

journeyed from Rameses to 

Succoth, about six hundred thou-

sand men on foot, aside from 

children. A mixed multitude also 

went up with them, along with 

flocks and herds, a very large 

number of livestock. They baked 

the dough, which they had 

brought out of Egypt into cakes of 

unleavened bread. For it had not 

become leavened, since they were 

driven out of Egypt and could not 

delay, nor had they prepared any 

provisions for themselves. Now 

the time that the sons of Israel 

lived in Egypt was four hundred 

and thirty years. And at the end of 

four hundred and thirty years, to 

the very day, all the hosts of the 

LORD went out from the land of 

Egypt. It is a night to be observed 

for the LORD for having brought 

them out from the land of Egypt; 

this night is for the LORD, to be 

observed by all the sons of Israel 

throughout their generations. The 

LORD said to Moses and Aaron, 

“This is the ordinance of the 
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Passover: no foreigner is to eat of 

it; but every man’s slave purchased 

with money, after you have cir-

cumcised him, then he may eat of 

it. “A sojourner or a hired servant 

shall not eat of it. “It is to be eaten 

in a single house; you are not to 

bring forth any of the flesh outside 

of the house, nor are you to break 

any bone of it. “All the congrega-

tion of Israel are to celebrate this. 

“But if a stranger sojourns with 

you, and celebrates the Passover 

to the LORD, let all his males be 

circumcised, and then let him 

come near to celebrate it; and he 

shall be like a native of the land. 

But no uncircumcised person may 

eat of it. “The same law shall apply 

to the native as to the stranger 

who sojourns among you.” Then 

all the sons of Israel did so; they 

did just as the LORD had com-

manded Moses and Aaron. And 

on that same day the LORD 

brought the sons of Israel out of 

the land of Egypt by their hosts. 

Then the LORD spoke to Moses, 

saying, “Sanctify to Me every first-

born, the first offspring of every 

womb among the sons of Israel, 

both of man and beast; it belongs 

to Me.” Moses said to the people, 

“Remember this day in which you 

went out from Egypt, from the 

house of slavery; for by a power-

ful hand the LORD brought you 

out from this place. And nothing 

leavened shall be eaten. “On this 

day in the month of Abib, you 

are about to go forth. “It shall be 

when the LORD brings you to 

the land of the Canaanite, the 

Hittite, the Amorite, the Hivite 

and the Jebusite, which He swore 

to your fathers to give you, a land 

flowing with milk and honey, that 

you shall observe this rite in this 

month. “For seven days you shall 

eat unleavened bread, and on the 

seventh day there shall be a feast 

to the LORD. “Unleavened bread 

shall be eaten throughout the 

seven days; and nothing leavened 
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shall be seen among you, nor shall 

any leaven be seen among you in 

all your borders. “You shall tell 

your son on that day, saying, ‘It 

is because of what the LORD did 

for me when I came out of Egypt.’ 

“And it shall serve as a sign to you 

on your hand, and as a reminder 

on your forehead, that the law of 

the LORD may be in your mouth; 

for with a powerful hand the 

LORD brought you out of Egypt. 

“Therefore, you shall keep this 

ordinance at its appointed time 

from year to year. 

“Now when the LORD brings 

you to the land of the Canaanite, 

as He swore to you and to your 

fathers, and gives it to you, you 

shall devote to the LORD the first 

offspring of every womb, and the 

first offspring of every beast that 

you own; the males belong to the 

LORD. “But every first offspring 

of a donkey you shall redeem with 

a lamb, but if you do not redeem 

it, then you shall break its neck; 

and every firstborn of man among 

your sons you shall redeem. “And 

it shall be when your son asks you 

in time to come, saying, ‘What is 

this?’ then you shall say to him, 

‘With a powerful hand the LORD 

brought us out of Egypt, from the 

house of slavery. ‘It came about, 

when Pharaoh was stubborn 

about letting us go, that the LORD 

killed every firstborn in the land 

of Egypt, both the firstborn of 

man and the firstborn of beast. 

Therefore, I sacrifice to the LORD 

the males, the first offspring of 

every womb, but every firstborn 

of my sons I redeem.’ “So it shall 

serve as a sign on your hand and as 

phylacteries on your forehead, for 

with a powerful hand the LORD 

brought us out of Egypt.” Now 

when Pharaoh had let the people 

go, God did not lead them by the 

way of the land of the Philistines, 

even though it was near; for God 

said, “The people might change 

their minds when they see war, 
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and return to Egypt.” Hence God 

led the people around by the way 

of the wilderness to the Red Sea; 

and the sons of Israel went up in 

martial array from the land of 

Egypt. Moses took the bones of 

Joseph with him, for he had made 

the sons of Israel solemnly swear, 

saying, “God will surely take care 

of you, and you shall carry my 

bones from here with you.” Then 

they set out from Succoth and 

camped in Etham on the edge of 

the wilderness. The LORD was 

going before them in a pillar of 

cloud by day to lead them on the 

way, and in a pillar of fire by night 

to give them light, that they might 

travel by day and by night. He did 

not take away the pillar of cloud 

by day, nor the pillar of fire by 

night, from before the people. 

Now the LORD spoke to Moses, 

saying, “Tell the sons of Israel 

to turn back and camp before 

Pi-hahiroth, between Migdol and 

the sea; you shall camp in front of 

Baal-zephon, opposite it, by the 

sea. “For Pharaoh will say of the 

sons of Israel, ‘They are wander-

ing aimlessly in the land; the wil-

derness has shut them in.’ “Thus I 

will harden Pharaoh’s heart, and 

he will chase after them; and I will 

be honored through Pharaoh and 

all his army, and the Egyptians 

will know that I am the LORD.” 

And they did so. When the king 

of Egypt was told that the people 

had fled, Pharaoh and his servants 

had a change of heart toward the 

people, and they said, “What is 

this we have done, that we have 

let Israel go from serving us?” So 

he made his chariot ready and 

took his people with him; and he 

took six hundred select chariots, 

and all the other chariots of Egypt 

with officers over all of them. 

The LORD hardened the heart 

of Pharaoh, king of Egypt, and 

he chased after the sons of Israel 

as the sons of Israel were going 

out boldly. Then the Egyptians 
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chased after them with all the 

horses and chariots of Pharaoh, 

his horsemen and his army, and 

they overtook them camping by 

the sea, beside Pi-hahiroth, in 

front of Baal-zephon. As Pharaoh 

drew near, the sons of Israel 

looked, and behold, the Egyptians 

were marching after them, and 

they became very frightened; so 

the sons of Israel cried out to the 

LORD. divide it, and the sons of 

Israel shall go through the midst 

of the sea on dry land. “As for Me, 

behold, I will harden the hearts 

of the Egyptians so that they will 

go in after them; and I will be 

honored through Pharaoh and 

all his army, through his chariots 

and his horsemen. “Then the 

Egyptians will know that I am 

the LORD, when I am honored 

through Pharaoh, through his 

chariots and his horsemen.” The 

angel of God, who had been going 

before the camp of Israel, moved 

and went behind them; and the 

pillar of cloud moved from before 

them and stood behind them. 

So it came between the camp of 

Egypt and the camp of Israel; 

and there was the cloud along 

with the darkness, yet it gave 

light at night. Thus the one did 

not come near the other all night. 

Then Moses stretched out his 

hand over the sea; and the LORD 

swept the sea back by a strong east 

wind all night and turned the sea 

into dry land, so the waters were 

divided. The sons of Israel went 

through the midst of the sea on 

the dry land, and the waters were 

like a wall to them on their right 

hand and on their left. Then the 

Egyptians took up the pursuit, 

and all Pharaoh’s horses, his chari-

ots and his horsemen went in after 

them into the midst of the sea. At 

the morning watch, the LORD 

looked down on the army of the 

Egyptians through the pillar of fire 

and cloud and brought the army 

of the Egyptians into confusion. 
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He caused their chariot wheels to 

swerve, and He made them drive 

with difficulty; so the Egyptians 

said, “Let us flee from Israel, for 

the LORD is fighting for them 

against the Egyptians.” Then the 

LORD said to Moses, “Stretch 

out your hand over the sea so that 

the waters may come back over 

the Egyptians, over their chariots 

and their horsemen.” So Moses 

stretched out his hand over the 

sea, and the sea returned to its 

normal state at daybreak, while 

the Egyptians were fleeing right 

into it; then the LORD over-

threw the Egyptians in the midst 

of the sea. The waters returned 

and covered the chariots and the 

horsemen, even Pharaoh’s entire 

army that had gone into the sea 

after them; not even one of them 

remained. But the sons of Israel 

walked on dry land through the 

midst of the sea, and the waters 

were like a wall to them on their 

right hand and on their left. Thus 

the LORD saved Israel that day 

from the hand of the Egyptians, 

and Israel saw the Egyptians dead 

on the seashore. When Israel saw 

the great power which the LORD 

had used against the Egyptians, 

the people feared the LORD, and 

they believed in the LORD and in 

His servant Moses. 

Then Moses and the sons of Israel 

sang this song to the LORD, and 

said, “I will sing to the LORD, for 

He is highly exalted; The horse 

and its rider He has hurled into 

the sea. “The LORD is my strength 

and song, And He has become my 

salvation; This is my God, and I 

will praise Him; My father’s God, 

and I will extol Him. The LORD 

is a warrior; The LORD is His 

name. “Pharaoh’s chariots and 

his army He has cast into the sea; 

And the choicest of his officers 

are drowned in the Red Sea. “The 

deeps cover them; They went 

down into the depths like a stone. 

“Your right hand, O LORD, is 
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majestic in power, Your right hand, 

O LORD, shatters the enemy. “And 

in the greatness of Your excellence 

You overthrow those who rise up 

against You; You send forth Your 

burning anger, and it consumes 

them as chaff. “At the blast of Your 

nostrils the waters were piled up, 

The flowing waters stood up like 

a heap; The deeps were congealed 

in the heart of the sea. “The enemy 

said, ‘I will pursue, I will overtake, 

I will divide the spoil; My desire 

shall be gratified against them; I 

will draw out my sword, my hand 

will destroy them.’ “You blew 

with Your wind, the sea covered 

them; They sank like lead in the 

mighty waters.

Now when Joshua heard 

the sound of the people as they 

shouted, he said to Moses, “There 

is a sound of war in the camp.” But 

he said, “It is not the sound of the 

cry of triumph, Nor is it the sound 

of the cry of defeat; But the sound 

of singing I hear.” It came about, 

as soon as Moses came near the 

camp, that he saw the calf and 

the dancing; and Moses’ anger 

burned, and he threw the tablets 

from his hands and shattered 

them at the foot of the mountain. 

He took the calf, which they had 

made and burned it with fire, and 

ground it to powder, and scattered 

it over the surface of the water and 

made the sons of Israel drink it. 

Then Moses said to Aaron, “What 

did this people do to you, that you 

have brought such great sin upon 

them?” Aaron said, “Do not let 

the anger of my lord burn; you 

know the people yourself, that 

they are prone to evil. “For they 

said to me, ‘Make a god for us who 

will go before us; for this Moses, 

the man who brought us up from 
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the land of Egypt, we do not 

know what has become of him.’ 

“I said to them, ‘Whoever has any 

gold, let them tear it off.’ So they 

gave it to me, and I threw it into 

the fire, and out came this calf.” 

Now when Moses saw that the 

people were out of control — for 

Aaron had let them get out of 

control to be a derision among 

their enemies  —  then Moses 

stood in the gate of the camp, and 

said, “Whoever is for the LORD, 

come to me!” And all the sons of 

Levi gathered together to him. 

He said to them, “Thus says the 

LORD, the God of Israel, ‘Every 

man of you put his sword upon 

his thigh, and go back and forth 

from gate to gate in the camp, and 

kill every man his brother, and 

every man his friend, and every 

man his neighbor.’” So the sons of 

Levi did as Moses instructed, and 

about three thousand men of the 

people fell that day. 

Then Moses said, “Dedicate your-

selves today to the LORD — for 

every man has been against his 

son and against his brother — in 

order that He may bestow a bless-

ing upon you today.” On the next  Moses interceded for the people 

day Moses said to the people,  before God.

This was to 

demonstrate His righteousness, 

because in the forbearance of God 

He passed over the sins previously 

committed; for the demonstra-

tion, I say, of His righteousness at 

the present time, so that He would 

be just and the justifier of the one 

who has faith in Jesus. Where 

then is boasting? It is excluded. By 

what kind of law? Of works? No, 

but by a law of faith. For we main-

tain that a man is justified by faith 

apart from works of the Law. Or is 

God the God of Jews only? Is He 

not the God of Gentiles also? Yes, 

of Gentiles also, since indeed God 

who will justify the circumcised 

by faith and the uncircumcised 

through faith is one. 

Do we then nullify the Law 

through faith? May it never be! 

On the contrary, we establish 

the Law. What then shall we say 

that Abraham, our forefather 

according to the flesh, has found? 

For if Abraham was justified by 

works, he has something to boast 

about, but not before God. For 

what does the Scripture say? 

“ABRAHAM BELIEVED GOD, 

AND IT WAS CREDITED TO 

HIM AS RIGHTEOUSNESS.” 

Now to the one who works, his 

wage is not credited as a favor, but 

as what is due. But to the one who 

does not work, but believes in 

Him who justifies the ungodly, his 
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faith is credited as righteousness, 

just as David also speaks of the 

blessing on the man to whom God 

credits righteousness apart from 

works: “BLESSED ARE THOSE 

WHOSE LAWLESS DEEDS 

HAVE BEEN FORGIVEN, 

AND WHOSE SINS HAVE 

BEEN COVERED. “BLESSED 

IS THE MAN WHOSE SIN 

THE LORD WILL NOT TAKE 

INTO ACCOUNT.” Is this 

blessing then on the circum-

cised, or on the uncircumcised 

also? For we say, “FAITH WAS 

CREDITED TO ABRAHAM 

AS RIGHTEOUSNESS.” How 

then was it credited? While he 

was circumcised, or uncircum-

cised? Not while circumcised, but 

while uncircumcised; 

and he received the sign of 

circumcision, a seal of the righ-

teousness of the faith which he 

had while uncircumcised, so that 

he might be the father of all who 

believe without being circum-

cised, that righteousness might be 

credited to them, and the father 

of circumcision to those who not 

only are of the circumcision, but 

who also follow in the steps of the 

faith of our father Abraham which 

he had while uncircumcised. For 

the promise to Abraham or to his 

descendants that he would be heir 

of the world was not through the 

Law, but through the righteous-

ness of faith. For if those who 

are of the Law are heirs, faith is 

made void and the promise is 

nullified; for the Law brings about 

wrath, but where there is no law, 

there also is no violation. For 

this reason it is by faith, in order 

that it may be in accordance with 

grace, so that the promise will be 

guaranteed to all the descendants, 

not only to those who are of the 

Law, but also to those who are of 

the faith of Abraham, who is the 

father of us all, (as it is written, “A 

FATHER OF MANY NATIONS 

HAVE I MADE YOU”) in the 
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presence of Him whom he 

believed, even God, who gives life 

to the dead and calls into being 

that which does not exist. In hope 

against hope he believed, so that 

he might become a father of many 

nations according to that which 

had been spoken, “SO SHALL 

YOUR DESCENDANTS BE.” 

Without becoming weak in faith 

he contemplated his own body, 

now as good as dead since he was 

about a hundred years old, and 

the deadness of Sarah’s womb; 

yet, with respect to the promise 

of God, he did not waver in 

unbelief but grew strong in faith, 

giving glory to God, and being 

fully assured that what God had 

promised, He was able also to 

perform. Therefore IT WAS 

ALSO CREDITED TO HIM AS 

RIGHTEOUSNESS. Now not 

for his sake only was it written 

that it was credited to him, but 

for our sake also, to whom it will 

be credited, as those who believe 

in Him who raised Jesus our Lord 

from the dead, He who was deliv-

ered over because of our trans-

gressions, and was raised because 

of our justification. Therefore, 

having been justified by faith, we 

have peace with God through our 

Lord Jesus Christ, through whom 

also we have obtained our intro-

duction by faith into this grace 

in which we stand; and we exult 

in hope of the glory of God. And 

not only this, but we also exult 

in our tribulations, knowing that 

tribulation brings about persever-

ance; and perseverance, proven 

character; and proven character, 

hope; and hope does not disap-

point, because the love of God has 

been poured out within our hearts 

through the Holy Spirit who was 

given to us. For while we were still 

helpless, at the right time Christ 

died for the ungodly. For one will 

hardly die for a righteous man; 

though perhaps for the good man 

someone would dare even to die. 
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But God demonstrates His own 

love toward us, in that while we 

were yet sinners, Christ died for 

us. Much more then, having now 

been justified by His blood, we 

shall be saved from the wrath of 

God through Him. For if while we 

were enemies we were reconciled 

to God through the death of His 

Son, much more, having been 

reconciled, we shall be saved by 

His life. And not only this, but 

we also exult in God through 

our Lord Jesus Christ, through 

whom we have now received the 

reconciliation. Therefore, just as 

through one man sin entered into 

the world, and death through sin, 

and so death spread to all men, 

because all sinned — for until the 

Law sin was in the world, but sin 

is not imputed when there is no 

law. Nevertheless death reigned 

from Adam until Moses, even 

over those who had not sinned 

in the likeness of the offense of 

Adam, who is a type of Him who 

was to come. But the free gift is 

not like the transgression. For if 

by the transgression of the one 

the many died, much more did 

the grace of God and the gift by 

the grace of the one Man, Jesus 

Christ, abound to the many. The 

gift is not like that which came 

through the one who sinned; for 

on the one hand the judgement 

arose from one transgression 

resulting in condemnation, but 

on the other hand the free gift 

arose from many transgressions 

resulting in justification. For if 

by the transgression of the one, 

death reigned through the one, 

much more those who receive the 

abundance of grace and of the gift 

of righteousness will reign in life 

through the One, Jesus Christ. So 

then as through one transgression 

there resulted condemnation to 

all men, even so through one act 

of righteousness there resulted 

justification of life to all men. 

For as through the one man’s 
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disobedience the many were 

made sinners, even so through the 

obedience of the One the many 

will be made righteous. The Law 

came in so that the transgression 

would increase; but where sin 

increased, grace abounded all the 

more, so that, as sin reigned in 

death, even so grace would reign 

through righteousness to eternal 

life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 

What shall we say then? Are we to 

continue in sin so that grace may 

increase? May it never be! How 

shall we who died to sin still live 

in it? Or do you not know that all 

of us who have been baptized into 

Christ Jesus have been baptized 

into His death? Therefore we have 

been buried with Him through 

baptism into death, so that as 

Christ was raised from the dead 

through the glory of the Father, so 

we too might walk in newness of 

life. For if we have become united 

with Him in the likeness of His 

death, certainly we shall also be 

in the likeness of His resurrection, 

knowing this, that our old self 

was crucified with Him, in order 

that our body of sin might be 

done away with, so that we would 

no longer be slaves to sin; for he 

who has died is freed from sin. 

Now if we have died with Christ, 

we believe that we shall also live 

with Him, knowing that Christ, 

having been raised from the dead, 

is never to die again; death no 

longer is master over Him. For 

the death that He died, He died 

to sin once for all; but the life that 

He lives, He lives to God. Even 

so consider yourselves to be dead 

to sin, but alive to God in Christ 

Jesus. Therefore do not let sin 

reign in your mortal body so that 

you obey its lusts, and do not go 

on presenting the members of 

your body to sin as instruments 

of unrighteousness; but present 

yourselves to God as those alive 

from the dead, and your members 

as instruments of righteousness to 
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God. For sin shall not be master 

over you, for you are not under 

law but under grace. What then? 

Shall we sin because we are not 

under law but under grace? May 

it never be! Do you not know that 

when you present yourselves to 

someone as slaves for obedience, 

you are slaves of the one whom 

you obey, either of sin resulting in 

death, or of obedience resulting in 

righteousness? But thanks be to 

God that though you were slaves 

of sin, you became obedient from 

the heart to that form of teaching 

to which you were committed, and 

having been freed from sin, you 

became slaves of righteousness. 

I am speaking in human terms 

because of the weakness of your 

flesh. For just as you presented 

your members as slaves to impu-

rity and to lawlessness, resulting 

in further lawlessness, so now 

present your members as slaves to 

righteousness, resulting in sancti-

fication. For when you were slaves 

of sin, you were free in regard to 

righteousness. Therefore what 

benefit were you then deriving 

from the things of which you are 

now ashamed? For the outcome 

of those things is death. But now 

having been freed from sin and 

enslaved to God, you derive your 

benefit, resulting in sanctification, 

and the outcome, eternal life. For 

the wages of sin is death, but the 

free gift of God is eternal life in 

Christ Jesus our Lord.

48 therefore you shall serve your 

enemies whom the LORD wil  

send against you, in hunger, in 

thirst, in nakedness, and in the 

lack of all things; and He will put 

an iron yoke on your neck until 

He has destroyed you. 

49 “The LORD will bring a nation 

against you from afar, from the 

end of the earth, as the eagle 

swoops down, a nation whose lan-

guage you shall not understand, 

50 a nation of fierce countenance 

who will have no respect for the 

old, nor show favor to the young. 

51 “Moreover, it shall eat the 

offspring of your herd and the 

produce of your ground until you 
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are destroyed, who also leaves you 

no grain, new wine, or oil, nor the 

increase of your herd or the young 

of your flock until they have 

caused you to perish. 

52 “It shall besiege you in all your 

towns until your high and forti-

fied walls in which you trusted 

come down throughout your 

land, and it shall besiege you in all 

your towns throughout your land 

which the LORD your God has 

given you. 

53 “Then you shall eat the off-

spring of your own body, the flesh 

of your sons and of your daughters 

whom the LORD your God has 

given you, during the siege and 

the distress by which your enemy 

will oppress you. 

54 “The man who is refined and 

very delicate among you shall be 

hostile toward his brother and 

toward the wife he cherishes and 

toward the rest of his children 

who remain, 

55 so that he will not give even 

one of them any of the flesh of his 

children which he will eat, since 

he has nothing else left, during the 

siege and the distress by which 

your enemy will oppress you in all 

your towns. 

56 “The refined and delicate 

woman among you, who would 

not venture to set the sole of her 

foot on the ground for delicate-

ness and refinement, shall be 

hostile toward the husband she 

cherishes and toward her son 

and daughter, 

57 and toward her afterbirth 

which issues from between her 

legs and toward her children 

whom she bears; for she will eat 

them secretly for lack of anything 

else, during the siege and the dis-

tress by which your enemy wil  

oppress you in your towns. 

58 “If you are not careful to 

observe all the words of this law 

which are written in this book, to 

fear this honored and awesome 

name, the LORD your God, 
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59 then the LORD will bring 

extraordinary plagues on you and 

your descendants, even severe and 

lasting plagues, and miserable and 

chronic sicknesses. 

60 “He will bring back on you all 

the diseases of Egypt of which 

you were afraid, and they wil  

cling to you. 

61 “Also every sickness and every 

plague which, not written in 

the book of this law, the LORD 

will bring on you until you 

are destroyed. 

62 “Then you shall be left few in 

number, whereas you were as 

numerous as the stars of heaven, 

because you did not obey the 

LORD your God. 

63 “It shall come about that as 

the LORD delighted over you to 

prosper you, and multiply you, so 

the LORD will delight over you 

to make you perish and destroy 

you; and you will be torn from 

the land where you are entering to 

possess it. 

64 “Moreover, the LORD wil  

scatter you among all peoples, 

from one end of the earth to the 

other end of the earth; and there 

you shall serve other gods, wood 

and stone, which you or your 

fathers have not known. 

65 “Among those nations you 

shall find no rest, and there wil  

be no resting place for the sole of 

your foot; but there the LORD 

will give you a trembling heart, 

failing of eyes, and despair of soul. 

66 “So your life shall hang in 

doubt before you; and you will be 

in dread night and day, and shall 

have no assurance of your life. 

67 “In the morning you shall say, 

‘Would that it were evening!’ And 

at evening you shall say, ‘Would 

that it were morning!’ because of 

the dread of your heart which you 

dread, and for the sight of your 

eyes which you will see. 

68 “The LORD will bring you 

back to Egypt in ships, by the way 

about which I spoke to you, ‘You 
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will never see it again!’ And there 

you will offer yourselves for sale to 

your enemies as male and female 

slaves, but there will be no buyer.” 

1 These are the words of the 

covenant, which the LORD com-

manded Moses to make with the 

sons of Israel in the land of Moab, 

besides the covenant which He 

had made with them at Horeb. 

2 And Moses summoned all Israel 

and said to them, “You have seen 

all that the LORD did before 

your eyes in the land of Egypt to 

Pharaoh and all his servants and 

all his land; 

3 the great trials which your 

eyes have seen, those great signs 

and wonders. 

4 “Yet to this day the LORD has 

not given you a heart to know, nor 

eyes to see, nor ears to hear. 

5 “I have led you forty years in the 

wilderness; your clothes have not 

worn out on you, and your sandal 

has not worn out on your foot. 

6 “You have not eaten bread, 

nor have you drunk wine or 

strong drink, in order that you 

might know that I am the LORD 

your God. 

7 “When you reached this place, 

Sihon the king of Heshbon and 

Og the king of Bashan came 

out to meet us for battle, but we 

defeated them; 

8 and we took their land and 

gave it as an inheritance to the 

Reubenites, the Gadites, and the 

half-tribe of the Manassites.

14 “Now not with you alone am 

I making this covenant and this 

oath, but both with those who 

stand here with us today in the 

presence of the LORD our God 

and with those who are not with 

us here today (for you know how 

we lived in the land of Egypt, and 

how we came through the midst 

of the nations through which 

you passed; 

17 moreover, you have seen their 

abominations and their idols of 

wood, stone, silver, and gold, 

which they had with them); 

18 so that there will not be among 

you a man or woman, or family 

or tribe, whose heart turns away 

today from the LORD our God, 

to go and serve the gods of those 

nations; that there will not be 

among you a root bearing poison-

ous fruit and wormwood. 

19 “It shall be when he hears 

the words of this curse, that he 

will boast, saying, ‘I have peace 

though I walk in the stubbornness 

of my heart in order to destroy the 

watered land with the dry.’

20 “The LORD shall never be 

wil ing to forgive him, but rather 

the anger of the LORD and His 

jealousy will burn against that 

man, and every curse which is 

written in this book will rest on 

him, and the LORD will blot out 

his name from under heaven. 

21 “Then the LORD will single 

him out for adversity from all the 

tribes of Israel, according to all the 

curses of the covenant which are 

written in this book of the law. 
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22 “Now the generation to come, 

your sons who rise up after you 

and the foreigner who comes 

from a distant land, when they 

see the plagues of the land and the 

diseases with which the LORD 

has afflicted it, will say, 

23 ‘All its land is brimstone and 

salt, a burning waste, unsown 

and unproductive, and no grass 

grows in it, like the overthrow of 

Sodom and Gomorrah, Admah 

and Zeboiim, which the LORD 

overthrew in His anger and in 

His wrath.’

24 “All the nations will say, ‘Why 

has the LORD done thus to this 

land? Why this great outburst 

of anger?’

25 “Then men will say, ‘Because 

they forsook the covenant of the 

LORD, the God of their fathers, 

which He made with them when 

He brought them out of the land 

of Egypt. ‘They went and served 

other gods and worshiped them, 

gods whom they have not known 

and whom He had not allotted to 

them. 

27 ‘Therefore, the anger of the 

LORD burned against that land, 

to bring upon it every curse which 

is written in this book; 

28 and the LORD uprooted them 

from their land in anger and in 

fury and in great wrath, and cast 

them into another land, as it is 

this day.’ 

29 “The secret things belong 

to the LORD our God, but the 

things revealed belong to us and 

to our sons forever, that we may 

observe all the words of this law.

Brethren, I speak in terms of 

human relations: even though it is 

only a man’s covenant, yet when 

it has been ratified, no one sets 

it aside or adds conditions to it. 

Now the promises were spoken to 

Abraham and to his seed. He does 

not say, “And to seeds,” as referring 

to many, but rather to one, “And 

to your seed,” that is, Christ. What 

I am saying is this: the Law, which 

came four hundred and thirty 

years later, does not invalidate a 

covenant previously ratified by 

God, so as to nullify the promise. 

For if the inheritance is based 

on law, it is no longer based on a 

promise; but God has granted it to 

Abraham by means of a promise. 

Why the Law then? It was added 

because of transgressions, having 

been ordained through angels by 

the agency of a mediator, until 

the seed would come to whom 
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the promise had been made. Now 

a mediator is not for one party 

only; whereas God is only one. 

Is the Law then contrary to the 

promises of God? May it never 

be! For if a law had been given 

which was able to impart life, 

then righteousness would indeed 

have been based on law. But the 

Scripture has shut up everyone 

under sin, so that the promise 

by faith in Jesus Christ might be 

given to those who believe. But 

before faith came, we were kept in 

custody under the law, being shut 

up to the faith, which was later to 

be revealed. Therefore the Law 

has become our tutor to lead us to 

Christ, so that we may be justified 

by faith. But now that faith has 

come, we are no longer under a 

tutor. For you are all sons of God 

through faith in Christ Jesus. For 

all of you who were baptized into 

Christ have clothed yourselves 

with Christ. There is neither Jew 

nor Greek, there is neither slave 

nor free man, there is neither male 

nor female; for you are all one in 

Christ Jesus. And if you belong 

to Christ, then you are Abraham’s 

descendants, heirs according 

to promise.

and behold, a man stood before 

me in shining garments, 

and he said, ‘Cornelius, your 

prayer has been heard and your 

alms have been remembered 

before God. ‘Therefore send to 

Joppa and invite Simon, who 

is also called Peter, to come to 

you; he is staying at the house of 

Simon the tanner by the sea.’ “So 

I sent for you immediately, and 

you have been kind enough to 

come. Now then, we are all here 

present before God to hear all that 

you have been commanded by the 

Lord.” Opening his mouth, Peter 

said: “I most certainly understand 

now that God is not one to show 

partiality, but in every nation 

the man who fears Him and 

does what is right is welcome to 

Him. “The word which He sent 

to the sons of Israel, preaching 

peace through Jesus Christ (He 

is Lord of all)  —  you yourselves 

know the thing which took place 

throughout all Judea, starting 

from Galilee, after the baptism 

which John proclaimed. “You 

know of Jesus of Nazareth, how 

God anointed Him with the Holy 

Spirit and with power, and how 

He went about doing good and 

healing all who were oppressed by 

the devil, for God was with Him.

They also 

put Him to death by hanging Him 

on a cross. “God raised Him up 

on the third day and granted that 

He become visible, not to all the 

people, but to witnesses who were 

chosen beforehand by God, that 

is, to us who ate and drank with 
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Him after He arose from the dead. 

“And He ordered us to preach to 

the people, and solemnly to testify 

that this is the One who has been 

appointed by God as Judge of the 

living and the dead. “Of Him all 

the prophets bear witness that 

through His name everyone who 

believes in Him receives forgive-

ness of sins.” While Peter was still 

speaking these words, the Holy 

Spirit fell upon all those who were 

listening to the message. All the 

circumcised believers who came 

with Peter were amazed, because 

the gift of the Holy Spirit had 

been poured out on the Gentiles 

also. For they were hearing them 

speaking with tongues and exalt-

ing God. Then Peter answered, 

“Surely no one can refuse the 

water for these to be baptized 

who have received the Holy Spirit 

just as we did, can he?” And he 

ordered them to be baptized in 

the name of Jesus Christ. Then 

they asked him to stay on for a few 

days. 

Now the apostles and the brethren 

who were throughout Judea heard 

that the Gentiles also had received 

the word of God. And when Peter 

came up to Jerusalem, those who 

were circumcised took issue 

with him, saying, “You went to 

uncircumcised men and ate with 

them.” But Peter began speaking 

and proceeded to explain to them 

in orderly sequence, saying, “I 

was in the city of Joppa praying; 

and in a trance I saw a vision, an 

object coming down like a great 

sheet lowered by four corners 

from the sky; and it came right 

down to me, and when I had fixed 

my gaze on it and was observing 

it I saw the four-footed animals 

of the earth and the wild beasts 

and the crawling creatures and 

the birds of the air. “I also heard a 

voice saying to me, ‘Get up, Peter; 

kill and eat.’ But I said, ‘By no 

means, Lord, for nothing unholy 
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or unclean has ever entered my 

mouth.’ “But a voice from heaven 

answered a second time, ‘What 

God has cleansed, no longer 

consider unholy.’ “This happened 

three times, and everything was 

drawn back up into the sky. “And 

behold, at that moment three men 

appeared at the house in which 

we were staying, having been sent 

to me from Caesarea. “The Spirit 

told me to go with them without 

misgivings. These six brethren 

also went with me and we entered 

the man’s house. “And he reported 

to us how he had seen the angel 

standing in his house, and saying, 

‘Send to Joppa and have Simon, 

who is also called Peter, brought 

here; and he will speak words to 

you by which you will be saved, 

you and all your household.’ “And 

as I began to speak, the Holy 

Spirit fell upon them just as He 

did upon us at the beginning. 

“And I remembered the word of 

the Lord, how He used to say, 

‘John baptized with water, but you 

will be baptized with the Holy 

Spirit.’ “Therefore if God gave to 

them the same gift as He gave to 

us also after believing in the Lord 

Jesus Christ, who was I that I 

could stand in God’s way?” When 

they heard this, they quieted 

down and glorified God, saying, 

“Well then, God has granted to 

the Gentiles also the repentance 

that leads to life.” So then those 

who were scattered because of the 

persecution that occurred in con-

nection with Stephen made their 

way to Phoenicia and Cyprus and 

Antioch, speaking the word to 

no one except to Jews alone. But 

there were some of them, men of 

Cyprus and Cyrene, who came 

to Antioch and began speaking 

to the Greeks also, preaching the 

Lord Jesus. And the hand of the 

Lord was with them, and a large 

number who believed turned to 

the Lord. The news about them 

reached the ears of the church at 
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Jerusalem, and they sent Barnabas 

off to Antioch. Then when he 

arrived and witnessed the grace 

of God, he rejoiced and began to 

encourage them all with resolute 

heart to remain true to the Lord; 

for he was a good man, and full 

of the Holy Spirit and of faith.

Do not fear or be 

dismayed; tomorrow go out to 

face them, for the LORD is with 

you.” Jehoshaphat bowed his head 

with his face to the ground, and 

all Judah and the inhabitants of 

Jerusalem fell down before the 
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LORD, worshiping the LORD. 

The Levites, from the sons of the 

Kohathites and of the sons of the 

Korahites, stood up to praise the 

LORD God of Israel, with a very 

loud voice. They rose early in 

the morning and went out to the 

wilderness of Tekoa; and when 

they went out, Jehoshaphat stood 

and said, “Listen to me, O Judah 

and inhabitants of Jerusalem, put 

your trust in the LORD your God 

and you will be established. Put 

your trust in His prophets and 

succeed. When he had consulted 

with the people, he appointed 

those who sang to the LORD and 

those who praised Him in holy 

attire, as they went out before the 

army and said, “Give thanks to the 

LORD, for His lovingkindness 

is everlasting.” When they began 

singing and praising, the LORD 

set ambushes against the sons of 

Ammon, Moab and Mount Seir, 

who had come against Judah; so 

they were routed. For the sons 

of Ammon and Moab rose up 

against the inhabitants of Mount 

Seir destroying them completely; 

and when they had finished 

with the inhabitants of Seir, they 

helped to destroy one another. 

When Judah came to the lookout 

of the wilderness, they looked 

toward the multitude, and behold, 

they were corpses lying on the 

ground, and no one had escaped. 

When Jehoshaphat and his people 

came to take their spoil, they 

found much among them, includ-

ing goods, garments and valu-

able things which they took for 

themselves, more than they could 

carry. And they were three days 

taking the spoil because there 

was so much. Then on the fourth 

day they assembled in the valley 

of Beracah, for there they blessed 

the LORD. Therefore they have 

named that place “The Valley of 

Beracah” until today. Every man 

of Judah and Jerusalem returned 

with Jehoshaphat at their head, 
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returning to Jerusalem with joy, 

for the LORD had made them to 

rejoice over their enemies. They 

came to Jerusalem with harps, 

lyres and trumpets to the house 

of the LORD. And the dread of 

God was on all the kingdoms of 

the lands when they heard that 

the LORD had fought against the 

enemies of Israel. So the kingdom 

of Jehoshaphat was at peace, for 

his God gave him rest on all sides. 

Now Jehoshaphat reigned over 

Judah. He was thirty-five years 

old when he became king, and he 

reigned in Jerusalem twenty-five 

years. And his mother’s name was 

Azubah the daughter of Shilhi. He 

walked in the way of his father Asa 

and did not depart from it, doing

‘Whoever touches any 

thing on which she sits shall wash 

his clothes and bathe in water 

and be unclean until evening. 

‘Whether it be on the bed or on 

the thing on which she is sitting, 

when he touches it, he shall be 

unclean until evening. ‘If a man 

actually lies with her so that her 

menstrual impurity is on him, he 

shall be unclean seven days, and 

every bed on which he lies shall 

be unclean. ‘Now if a woman has a 

discharge of her blood many days, 

not at the period of her menstrual 

impurity, or if she has a discharge 

beyond that period, all the days 

of her impure discharge she shall 
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continue as though in her men-

strual impurity; she is unclean. 

‘Any bed on which she lies all the 

days of her discharge shall be to 

her like her bed at menstruation; 

and every thing on which she sits 

shall be unclean, like her unclean-

ness at that time. ‘Likewise, 

whoever touches them shall be 

unclean and shall wash his clothes 

and bathe in water and be unclean 

until evening. ‘When she becomes 

clean from her discharge, she shall 

count off for herself seven days; 

and afterward she will be clean.

Fill your horn 

with oil and go; I will send you 

to Jesse the Bethlehemite, for I 

have selected a king for Myself 

among his sons.” But Samuel 

said, “How can I go? When Saul 

hears of it, he will kill me.” And 

the LORD said, “Take a heifer 

with you and say, ‘I have come to 

sacrifice to the LORD.’ “You shall 

invite Jesse to the sacrifice, and I 

will show you what you shall do; 

and you shall anoint for Me the 

one whom I designate to you.” So 

Samuel did what the LORD said, 

and came to Bethlehem. And the 

elders of the city came trembling 

to meet him and said, “Do you 

come in peace?” He said, “In 

peace; I have come to sacrifice to 

the LORD. Consecrate yourselves 

and come with me to the sacri-

fice.” He also consecrated Jesse 

and his sons and invited them to 

the sacrifice. When they entered, 

he looked at Eliab and thought, 

“Surely the LORD’S anointed 

is before Him.” But the LORD 

said to Samuel, “Do not look at 

his appearance or at the height 

of his stature, because I have 

rejected him; for God sees not 

as man sees, for man looks at 

the outward appearance, but the 

LORD looks at the heart.”

Thus Jesse made seven 

of his sons pass before Samuel.

And he said, “There 

remains yet the youngest, and 

behold, he is tending the sheep.” 
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Then Samuel said to Jesse, “Send 

and bring him; for we will not sit 

down until he comes here.”

And the 

LORD said, “Arise, anoint him; 

for this is he.” Then Samuel took 

the horn of oil and anointed him 

in the midst of his brothers; and 

the Spirit of the LORD came 

mightily upon David from that 

day forward.

“You shall take some 

of the blood of the bull and put it 

on the horns of the altar with your 

finger; and you shall pour out all 

the blood at the base of the altar. 

“You shall take all the fat that 

covers the entrails and the lobe of 

the liver, and the two kidneys and 

the fat that is on them, and offer 

them up in smoke on the altar. 

“But the flesh of the bull and its 

hide and its refuse, you shall burn 

with fire outside the camp; it is a 

sin offering. “You shall also take 

the one ram, and Aaron and his 

sons shall lay their hands on the 

head of the ram; and you shall 

slaughter the ram and shall take 

its blood and sprinkle it around 

on the altar. “Then you shall cut 

the ram into its pieces, and wash 

its entrails and its legs, and put 

them with its pieces and its head. 
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“You shall offer up in smoke the 

whole ram on the altar; it is a 

burnt offering to the LORD: it is 

a soothing aroma, an offering by 

fire to the LORD. “Then you shall 

take the other ram, and Aaron 

and his sons shall lay their hands 

on the head of the ram. “You shall 

slaughter the ram, and take some 

of its blood and put it on the lobe 

of Aaron’s right ear and on the 

lobes of his sons’ right ears and 

on the thumbs of their right hands 

and on the big toes of their right 

feet, and sprinkle the rest of the 

blood around on the altar. “Then 

you shall take some of the blood 

that is on the altar and some of 

the anointing oil, and sprinkle it 

on Aaron and on his garments 

and on his sons and on his sons’ 

garments with him; so he and his 

garments shall be consecrated, 

as well as his sons and his sons’ 

garments with him.

“Its length shall 

be a cubit, and its width a cubit, 

it shall be square, and its height 

shall be two cubits; its horns 

shall be of one piece with it. 

“You shall overlay it with pure 

gold, its top and its sides all 

around, and its horns; and you 

shall make a gold molding all 

around for it. “You shall make 

two gold rings for it under its 

molding; you shall make them 

on its two side walls  —  on 

opposite sides — and they shall 

be holders for poles with which 

to carry it. “You shall make the 

poles of acacia wood and overlay 

them with gold. “You shall put 

this altar in front of the veil that 

is near the ark of the testimony, 

in front of the mercy seat that 

is over the ark of the testimony, 

where I will meet with you.  
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“Aaron shall burn fragrant incense 

on it; he shall burn it every 

morning when he trims the lamps. 

“When Aaron trims the lamps at 

twilight, he shall burn incense. 

There shall be perpetual incense 

before the LORD throughout 

your generations. “You shall not 

offer any strange incense on this 

altar, or burnt offering or meal 

offering; and you shall not pour 

out a drink offering on it. “Aaron 

shall make atonement on its horns 

once a year; he shall make atone-

ment on it with the blood of the 

sin offering of atonement once a 

year throughout your generations. 

It is most holy to the LORD.” 

The LORD also spoke to 

Moses, saying, 

“When you take a census of the 

sons of Israel to number them, 

then each one of them shall give a 

ransom for himself to the LORD, 

when you number them, so that 

there will be no plague among 

them when you number them. 

“This is what everyone who is 

numbered shall give: half a shekel 

according to the shekel of the 

sanctuary (the shekel is twenty 

gerahs), half a shekel as a contri-

bution to the LORD. “Everyone 

who is numbered, from twenty 

years old and over, shall give the 

contribution to the LORD. “The 

rich shall not pay more and the 

poor shall not pay less than the 

half shekel, when you give the 

contribution to the LORD to 

make atonement for yourselves. 

You shall take the atonement 

money from the sons of Israel 

and shall give it for the service of 

the tent of meeting, that it may 

be a memorial for the sons of 

Israel before the LORD, to make 

atonement for yourselves.” The 

LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 

“You shall also make a laver of 

bronze, with its base of bronze, 

for washing; and you shall put it 

between the tent of meeting and 

the altar, and you shall put water 
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in it. “Aaron and his sons shall 

wash their hands and their feet 

from it; when they enter the 

tent of meeting, they shall wash 

with water, so that they will not 

die; or when they approach the 

altar to minister, by offering up 

in smoke a fire sacrifice to the 

LORD. “So they shall wash their 

hands and their feet, so that they 

will not die; and it shall be a per-

petual statute for them, for Aaron 

and his descendants throughout 

their generations.” Moreover, the 

LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 

“Take also for yourself the finest 

of spices: of flowing myrrh five 

hundred shekels, and of fragrant 

cinnamon half as much, two 

hundred and fifty, and of fragrant 

cane two hundred and fifty, and 

of cassia five hundred, according 

to the shekel of the sanctuary, 

and of olive oil a hin.

For this reason He is 

the mediator of a new covenant, 

so that, since a death has taken 

place for the redemption of the 

transgressions that were com-

mitted under the first covenant, 

those who have been called may 

receive the promise of the eternal 

inheritance. For where a covenant 

is, there must of necessity be the 

death of the one who made it. 

For a covenant is valid only when 

men are dead, for it is never in 

force while the one who made 

it lives. Therefore even the first 
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covenant was not inaugurated 

without blood. For when every 

commandment had been spoken 

by Moses to all the people accord-

ing to the Law, he took the blood 

of the calves and the goats, with 

water and scarlet wool and hyssop, 

and sprinkled both the book 

itself and all the people, saying, 

“THIS IS THE BLOOD OF THE 

COVENANT WHICH GOD 

COMMANDED YOU.” And in 

the same way he sprinkled both 

the tabernacle and all the vessels of 

the ministry with the blood. . And 

according to the Law, one may 

almost say, all things are cleansed 

with blood, and without shedding 

of blood there is no forgiveness. 

Therefore it was necessary for the 

copies of the things in the heavens 

to be cleansed with these, but the 

heavenly things themselves with 

better sacrifices than these. For 

Christ did not enter a holy place 

made with hands, a mere copy of 

the true one, but into heaven itself, 

now to appear in the presence 

of God for us; nor was it that He 

would offer Himself often, as the 

high priest enters the holy place 

year by year with blood that is not 

his own. Otherwise, He would 

have needed to suffer often since 

the foundation of the world; but 

now once at the consummation of 

the ages He has been manifested 

to put away sin by the sacrifice 

of Himself. And inasmuch as it 

is appointed for men to die once 

and after this comes judgement, 

so Christ also, having been offered 

once to bear the sins of many, wil  

appear a second time for salvation 

without reference to sin, to those 

who eagerly await Him. 

For the Law, since it has only a 

shadow of the good things to come 

and not the very form of things, 

can never, by the same sacrifices 

which they offer continually year 

by year, make perfect those who 

draw near.

When He said, “A new covenant,” 

He has made the first obsolete. 

But whatever is becoming obso-

lete and growing old is ready to 

disappear. 

Now even the first covenant had 

regulations of divine worship and 

the earthly sanctuary. For there 

was a tabernacle prepared, the 

outer one, in which were the lamp-

stand and the table and the sacred 

bread; this is called the holy place. 

Behind the second veil there was 

a tabernacle which is called the 

Holy of Holies, having a golden 

altar of incense and the ark of the 

covenant covered on all sides with 

gold, in which was a golden jar 

holding the manna, and Aaron’s 

rod which budded, and the tables 

of the covenant; and above it 

were the cherubim of glory over-

shadowing the mercy seat; but of 

these things we cannot now speak 

in detail. Now when these things 

have been so prepared, the priests 

are continually entering the outer 

tabernacle performing the divine 

worship, but into the second, only 

the high priest enters once a year, 
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not without taking blood, which 

he offers for himself and for the 

sins of the people committed in 

ignorance. The Holy Spirit is sig-

nifying this, that the way into the 

holy place has not yet been dis-

closed while the outer tabernacle 

is still standing, which is a symbol 

for the present time. Accordingly 

both gifts and sacrifices are 

offered which cannot make the 

worshiper perfect in conscience, 

since they relate only to food and 

drink and various washings, regu-

lations for the body imposed until 

a time of reformation. But when 

Christ appeared as a high priest 

of the good things to come, He 

entered through the greater and 

more perfect tabernacle, not made 

with hands, that is to say, not of 

this creation; and not through 

the blood of goats and calves, 

but through His own blood, He 

entered the holy place once for all, 

having obtained eternal redemp-

tion. For if the blood of goats and 

bulls and the ashes of a heifer 

sprinkling those who have been 

defiled sanctify for the cleansing 

of the flesh, how much more will 

the blood of Christ, who through 

the eternal Spirit offered Himself 

without blemish to God, cleanse 

your conscience from dead works 

to serve the living God? For this 

reason He is the mediator of a new 

covenant, so that, since a death 

has taken place for the redemp-

tion of the transgressions that 

were committed under the first 

covenant, those who have been 

called may receive the promise

inaugurated without blood. For 

when every commandment had 

been spoken by Moses to all the 
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people according to the Law, he 

took the blood of the calves and 

the goats, with water and scarlet 

wool and hyssop, and sprinkled 

both the book itself and all the 

people, saying, “THIS IS THE 

BLOOD OF THE COVENANT 

WHICH GOD COMMANDED 

YOU.” And in the same way he 

sprinkled both the tabernacle 

and all the vessels of the ministry 

with the blood. And according to 

the Law, one may almost say, all 

things are cleansed with blood, 

and without shedding of blood 

there is no forgiveness. Therefore 

it was necessary for the copies of 

the things in the heavens to be 

cleansed with these, but the heav-

enly things themselves with better 

sacrifices than these. For Christ 

did not enter a holy place made 

with hands, a mere copy of the 

true one, but into heaven itself, 

now to appear in the presence 

of God for us; nor was it that He 

would offer Himself often, as the 

high priest enters the holy place 

year by year with blood that is not 

his own. Otherwise, He would 

have needed to suffer often since 

the foundation of the world; but 

now once at the consummation of 

the ages He has been manifested 

to put away sin by the sacrifice 

of Himself. And inasmuch as it 

is appointed for men to die once 

and after this comes judgement, 

so Christ also, having been offered 

once to bear the sins of many, will 

appear a second time for salvation 

without reference to sin, to those 

who eagerly await Him. For the 

Law, since it has only a shadow of 

the good things to come and not 

the very form of things, can never, 

by the same sacrifices which they 

offer continually year by year, 

make perfect those who draw 

near. Otherwise, would they not 

have ceased to be offered, because 

the worshipers, having once 

been cleansed, would no longer 

have had consciousness of sins? 
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But in those sacrifices there is a 

reminder of sins year by year. For 

it is impossible for the blood of 

bulls and goats to take away sins.  

Therefore, when He comes into 

the world, He says, “SACRIFICE

They took Jesus, therefore, and 

He went out, bearing His own 
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cross, to the place called the 

Place of a Skull, which is called in 

Hebrew, Golgotha. 

There they crucified Him, and with 

Him two other men, one on either 

side, and Jesus in between. Pilate 

also wrote an inscription and put 

it on the cross. It was written, 

“JESUS THE NAZARENE, THE 

KING OF THE JEWS.” Therefore 

many of the Jews read this inscrip-

tion, for the place where Jesus 

was crucified was near the city; 

and it was written in Hebrew, 

Latin and in Greek. So the chief 

priests of the Jews were saying to 

Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King 

of the Jews’; but that He said, 

‘I am King of the Jews.’” Pilate 

answered, “What I have written I 

have written.” Then the soldiers, 

when they had crucified Jesus, 

took His outer garments and made 

four parts, a part to every soldier 

and also the tunic; now the tunic 

was seamless, woven in one piece. 

So they said to one another, “Let 

us not tear it, but cast lots for 

it, to decide whose it shall be”; 

this was to fulfill the Scripture:

GARMENTS AMONG THEM, 

AND FOR MY CLOTHING 

THEY CAST LOTS.” 

Mark 15:11-28 But the chief 

priests stirred up the crowd to ask 

him to release Barabbas for them 

instead. Answering again, Pilate 

said to them, “Then what shall I do 

with Him whom you call the King 

of the Jews?” They shouted back, 

“Crucify Him!” But Pilate said 

to them, “Why, what evil has He 

done?” But they shouted all the 

more, “Crucify Him!” Wishing to 

satisfy the crowd, Pilate released 

Barabbas for them, and after 

having Jesus scourged, he handed 

Him over to be crucified. The 

soldiers took Him away into the 

palace (that is, the Praetorium), 

and they called together the whole 

Roman cohort.

They kept beating His head with 

a reed, and spitting on Him, and 

kneeling and bowing before Him. 

After they had mocked Him, they 

took the purple robe off Him 

and put His own garments on 

Him. And they led Him out to 

crucify Him. 

They pressed into service a pass-

er-by coming from the country, 

Simon of Cyrene (the father of 

Alexander and Rufus), to bear His 

cross. Then they brought Him to 

the place Golgotha, which is trans-

lated, Place of a Skull. They tried to 

give Him wine mixed with myrrh; 

but He did not take it. And they 

crucified Him, and divided up 

His garments among themselves, 

casting lots for them to decide 

what each man should take. It was 

the third hour when they crucified 

Him. The inscription of the charge 

against Him read, “THE KING 

OF THE JEWS.” They crucified 

two robbers with Him, one on His 

right and one on His left. [[And 

the Scripture was fulfilled which 

says, “And He was numbered 

with transgressors.”]]

Matt 27:27-31 Then the soldiers 

of the governor took Jesus into 

the Praetorium and gathered the 

whole Roman cohort around 

Him. They stripped Him and 

put a scarlet robe on Him. And 

after twisting together a crown of 

thorns, they put it on His head, 

and a reed in His right hand; and 

they knelt down before Him and 

mocked Him, saying, “Hail, King 

of the Jews!” They spat on Him, 

and took the reed and began to 

beat Him on the head. After they 

had mocked Him, they took the 

scarlet robe off Him and put His 

own garments back on Him, and 

led Him away to crucify Him. 
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Witnesses to the crucifixion:

John 19:25-27 Therefore the sol-

diers did these things. But stand-

ing by the cross of Jesus were 

His mother,  and His mother’s 

sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, 

and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus 

then saw His mother, and the 

disciple whom He loved standing 

nearby, He said to His mother, 

“Woman, behold, your son!” 

Then He said to the disciple, 

“Behold, your mother!” From 

that hour the disciple took her 

into his own household.

And after twisting 

together a crown of thorns, they 

put it on His head, and a reed in 

His right hand; and they knelt 

down before Him and mocked 

Him, saying, “Hail, King of the 

Jews!” They spat on Him, and 

took the reed and began to beat 

Him on the head. After they 

had mocked Him, they took the 

scarlet robe off Him and put His 

own garments back on Him, and 

led Him away to crucify Him. As 

they were coming out, they found 

a man of Cyrene named Simon, 

whom they pressed into service 

to bear His cross. And when they 

came to a place called Golgotha, 

which means Place of a Skull, they 

gave Him wine to drink mixed 

with gall; and after tasting it, He 
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was unwilling to drink. And when 

they had crucified Him, they 

divided up His garments among 

themselves by casting lots. And 

sitting down, they began to keep 

watch over Him there. And above 

His head they put up the charge 

against Him which read, “THIS 

IS JESUS THE KING OF THE 

JEWS.” At that time two robbers 

were crucified with Him, one on 

the right and one on the left. And 

those passing by were hurling 

abuse at Him, wagging their heads 

and saying, “You who are going 

to destroy the temple and rebuild 

it in three days, save Yourself! 

If You are the Son of God, come 

down from the cross.” In the same 

way the chief priests also, along 

with the scribes and elders, were 

mocking Him and saying, “He 

saved others; He cannot save 

Himself.

Christ redeemed 

us from the curse of the Law, 

having become a curse for 

us — for it is written, “CURSED 

IS EVERYONE WHO HANGS 

ON A TREE”  —  in order that 

in Christ Jesus the blessing 

of Abraham might come to 

the Gentiles, so that we would 

receive the promise of the Spirit 

through faith. Brethren, I speak 
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in terms of human relations: even 

though it is only a man’s covenant, 

yet when it has been ratified, no 

one sets it aside or adds condi-

tions to it.  Now the promises 

were spoken to Abraham and to 

his seed. He does not say, “And 

to seeds,” as referring to many, 

but rather to one, “And to your 

seed,” that is, Christ. What I am 

saying is this: the Law, which 

came four hundred and thirty 

years later, does not invalidate 

a covenant previously ratified 

by God, so as to nullify the 

promise. For if the inheritance 

is based on law, it is no longer 

based on a promise; but God has 

granted it to Abraham by means 

of a promise.  Why the Law then? 

It was added because of trans-

gressions, having been ordained 

through angels by the agency of 

a mediator, until the seed would 

come to whom the promise had 

been made. Now a mediator is 

not for one party only; whereas 

God is only one. Is the Law then 

contrary to the promises of God? 

May it never be! For if a law had 

been given which was able to 

impart life, then righteousness 

would indeed have been based on 

law. But the Scripture has shut up 

everyone under sin, so that the 

promise by faith in Jesus Christ 

might be given to those who 

believe. But before faith came, 

we were kept in custody under 

the law, being shut up to the faith, 

which was later to be revealed. 

Therefore the Law has become 

our tutor to lead us to Christ, so 

that we may be justified by faith.  

But now that faith has come, we 

are no longer under a tutor. 

For you are all sons of God 

through faith in Christ Jesus. 

For all of you who were bap-

tized into Christ have clothed 

yourselves with Christ. There is

Then Moses and 

Aaron went out from Pharaoh, 

and Moses cried to the LORD 

concerning the frogs which He 

had inflicted upon Pharaoh.

So 

the LORD did this thing on the 

next day, and all the livestock of 

Egypt died; but of the livestock 

of the sons of Israel, not one 

died. Pharaoh sent, and behold, 

there was not even one of the 

livestock of Israel dead. But the 

heart of Pharaoh was hardened, 

and he did not let the people go. 

Then the LORD said to Moses 

and Aaron, “Take for yourselves 

handfuls of soot from a kiln, and 

let Moses throw it toward the sky 

in the sight of Pharaoh. “It will 

become fine dust over all the land 

of Egypt, and will become boils 

breaking out with sores on man 

and beast through all the land of 

Egypt.”

Every man 

and beast that is found in the field 

and is not brought home, when 

the hail comes down on them, 

will die.”’” The one among the 

servants of Pharaoh who feared 

the word of the LORD made his 

servants and his livestock flee into 

the houses; but he who paid no 

regard to the word of the LORD 

left his servants and his livestock 

in the field. Now the LORD said 

to Moses, “Stretch out your hand 

toward the sky, that hail may fall 

on all the land of Egypt, on man 

and on beast and on every plant 

of the field, throughout the land 

of Egypt.” Moses stretched out 

his staff toward the sky, and the 

LORD sent thunder and hail, and 

fire ran down to the earth. And 

the LORD rained hail on the land 

of Egypt. So there was hail, and 

fire flashing continually in the 

midst of the hail, very severe, such 

as had not been in all the land of 

Egypt since it became a nation. 

The hail struck all that was in the 

field through all the land of Egypt, 

both man and beast; the hail also 

struck every plant of the field 

and shattered every tree of the 

field. Only in the land of Goshen, 

where the sons of Israel were, 

there was no hail. Then Pharaoh 
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sent for Moses and Aaron, and 

said to them, “I have sinned this 

time; the LORD is the righteous 

one, and I and my people are the 

wicked ones. “Make supplication 

to the LORD, for there has been 

enough of God’s thunder and 

hail; and I will let you go, and you 

shall stay no longer.” Moses said 

to him, “As soon as I go out of the 

city, I will spread out my hands to 

the LORD; the thunder will cease 

and there will be hail no longer, 

that you may know that the earth 

is the LORD’S. “But as for you 

and your servants, I know that you 

do not yet fear the LORD God.” 

(Now the flax and the barley were 

ruined, for the barley was in the 

ear and the flax was in bud. But 

the wheat and the spelt were not 

ruined, for they ripen late.) So 

Moses went out of the city from 

Pharaoh, and spread out his hands 

to the LORD; and the thunder 

and the hail ceased, and rain no 

longer poured on the earth. But 

when Pharaoh saw that the rain 

and the hail and the thunder 

had ceased, he sinned again and 

hardened his heart, he and his ser-

vants.

So they were driven 

out from Pharaoh’s presence. 

Then the LORD said to Moses,

‘Moreover, 

there shall be a great cry in all the 

land of Egypt, such as there has 

not been before and such as shall 

never be again. ‘But against any 

of the sons of Israel a dog will not 

even bark, whether against man 

or beast, that you may understand 

how the LORD makes a distinc-

tion between Egypt and Israel.’ 

“All these your servants will come 

down to me and bow themselves 

before me, saying, ‘Go out, you 
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and all the people who follow 

you,’ and after that I will go out.” 

And he went out from Pharaoh in 

hot anger. Then the LORD said to 

Moses, “Pharaoh will not listen to 

you, so that My wonders will be 

multiplied in the land of Egypt.” 

Moses and Aaron performed all 

these wonders before Pharaoh; 

yet the LORD hardened Pharaoh’s 

heart, and he did not let the sons 

of Israel go out of his land. 

Ex 12:1-51 Now the LORD said 

to Moses and Aaron in the land of 

Egypt, “This month shall be the 

beginning of months for you; it is 

to be the first month of the year 

to you. “Speak to all the congre-

gation of Israel, saying, ‘On the 

tenth of this month they are each 

one to take a lamb for themselves, 

according to their fathers’ house-

holds, a lamb for each household. 

‘Now if the household is too small 

for a lamb, then he and his neigh-

bor nearest to his house are to 

take one according to the number 

of persons in them;according to 

what each man should eat, you 

are to divide the lamb. ‘Your lamb 

shall be an unblemished male a 

year old; you may take it from 

the sheep or from the goats. ‘You 

shall keep it until the fourteenth 

day of the same month, then the 

whole assembly of the congrega-

tion of Israel is to kill it at twilight. 

‘Moreover, they shall take some 

of the blood and put it on the 

two doorposts and on the lintel 

of the houses in which they eat 

it. ‘They shall eat the flesh that 

same night, roasted with fire, and 

they shall eat it with unleavened 

bread and bitter herbs. ‘Do not 

eat any of it raw or boiled at all 

with water, but rather roasted 

with fire, both its head and its 

legs along with its entrails. ‘And 

you shall not leave any of it over 

until morning, but whatever is 

left of it until morning, you shall 

burn with fire. ‘Now you shall eat 
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it in this manner: with your loins 

girded, your sandals on your feet, 

and your staff in your hand; and 

you shall eat it in haste  —  it is 

the LORD’S Passover. ‘For I will 

go through the land of Egypt on 

that night, and will strike down 

all the firstborn in the land of 

Egypt, both man and beast; and 

against all the gods of Egypt I will 

execute judgements  —  I am the 

LORD. ‘The blood shall be a sign 

for you on the houses where you 

live; and when I see the blood I 

will pass over you, and no plague 

will befall you to destroy you 

when I strike the land of Egypt. 

‘Now this day will be a memorial 

to you, and you shall celebrate it 

as a feast to the LORD; through-

out your generations you are 

to celebrate it as a permanent 

ordinance. ‘Seven days you shall 

eat unleavened bread, but on the 

first day you shall remove leaven 

from your houses; for whoever 

eats anything leavened from the 

first day until the seventh day, that 

person shall be cut off from Israel. 

‘On the first day you shall have a 

holy assembly, and another holy 

assembly on the seventh day; no 

work at all shall be done on them, 

except what must be eaten by 

every person, that alone may be 

prepared by you. ‘You shall also 

observe the Feast of Unleavened 

Bread, for on this very day I 

brought your hosts out of the 

land of Egypt; therefore you shall 

observe this day throughout your 

generations as a permanent ordi-

nance. ‘In the first month, on the 

fourteenth day of the month at 

evening, you shall eat unleavened 

bread, until the twenty-first day of 

the month at evening. ‘Seven days 

there shall be no leaven found in 

your houses; for whoever eats 

what is leavened, that person shall 

be cut off from the congregation 

of Israel, whether he is an alien or 

a native of the land. ‘You shall not 

eat anything leavened; in all your 
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dwellings you shall eat unleavened 

bread.’” Then Moses called for 

all the elders of Israel and said to 

them, “Go and take for yourselves 

lambs according to your families, 

and slay the Passover lamb. “You 

shall take a bunch of hyssop and 

dip it in the blood which is in 

the basin, and apply some of the 

blood that is in the basin to the 

lintel and the two doorposts; and 

none of you shall go outside the 

door of his house until morning. 

“For the LORD will pass through 

to smite the Egyptians; and when 

He sees the blood on the lintel 

and on the two doorposts, the 

LORD will pass over the door 

and will not allow the destroyer 

to come in to your houses to smite 

you. “And you shall observe this 

event as an ordinance for you and 

your children forever. “When you 

enter the land which the LORD 

will give you, as He has promised, 

you shall observe this rite. “And 

when your children say to you, 

‘What does this rite mean to you?’ 

you shall say, ‘It is a Passover sac-

rifice to the LORD who passed 

over the houses of the sons of 

Israel in Egypt when He smote 

the Egyptians, but spared our 

homes.’” And the people bowed 

low and worshiped. Then the sons 

of Israel went and did so; just 

as the LORD had commanded 

Moses and Aaron, so they did. 

Now it came about at midnight 

that the LORD struck all the 

firstborn in the land of Egypt, 

from the firstborn of Pharaoh who 

sat on his throne to the firstborn 

of the captive who was in the 

dungeon, and all the firstborn 

of cattle. Pharaoh arose in the 

night, he and all his servants and 

all the Egyptians, and there was a 

great cry in Egypt, for there was 

no home where there was not 

someone dead. Then he called 

for Moses and Aaron at night 

and said, “Rise up, get out from 

among my people, both you and 
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the sons of Israel; and go, worship 

the LORD, as you have said. 

“Take both your flocks and your 

herds, as you have said, and go, 

and bless me also.” The Egyptians 

urged the people, to send them 

out of the land in haste, for they 

said, “We will all be dead.” So the 

people took their dough before it 

was leavened, with their kneading 

bowls bound up in the clothes 

on their shoulders. Now the sons 

of Israel had done according to 

the word of Moses, for they had 

requested from the Egyptians arti-

cles of silver and articles of gold, 

and clothing; and the LORD had 

given the people favor in the sight 

of the Egyptians, so that they let 

them have their request. Thus 

they plundered the Egyptians. 

Now the sons of Israel journeyed 

from Rameses to Succoth, about 

six hundred thousand men on 

foot, aside from children. A mixed 

multitude also went up with them, 

along with flocks and herds, a very 

large number of livestock. They 

baked the dough which they had 

brought out of Egypt into cakes of 

unleavened bread. For it had not 

become leavened, since they were 

driven out of Egypt and could not 

delay, nor had they prepared any 

provisions for themselves. 

Now the time that the sons of 

Israel lived in Egypt was four 

hundred and thirty years. And 

at the end of four hundred and 

thirty years, to the very day, all the 

hosts of the LORD went out from 

the land of Egypt. It is a night to 

be observed for the LORD for 

having brought them out from 

the land of Egypt; this night is 

for the LORD, to be observed by 

all the sons of Israel throughout 

their generations. The LORD 

said to Moses and Aaron, “This 

is the ordinance of the Passover: 

no foreigner is to eat of it; but 

every man’s slave purchased with 

money, after you have circum-

cised him, then he may eat of it. “A 
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sojourner or a hired servant shall 

not eat of it. “It is to be eaten in a 

single house; you are not to bring 

forth any of the flesh outside of 

the house, nor are you to break 

any bone of it. “All the congrega-

tion of Israel are to celebrate this. 

“But if a stranger sojourns with 

you, and celebrates the Passover 

to the LORD, let all his males be 

circumcised, and then let him 

come near to celebrate it; and he 

shall be like a native of the land. 

But no uncircumcised person may 

eat of it. “The same law shall apply 

to the native as to the stranger 

who sojourns among you.” Then 

all the sons of Israel did so;they 

did just as the LORD had com-

manded Moses and Aaron. And 

on that same day the LORD 

brought the sons of Israel out of 

the land of Egypt by their hosts.

Then the LORD spoke to Moses, 

“Depart, go up from here, you and 

the people whom you have brought 

up from the land of Egypt, to the 

land of which I swore to Abraham, 

Isaac, and Jacob, saying, ‘To your 

descendants I will give it.’ “I wil  

send an angel before you and I 

will drive out the Canaanite, the 

Amorite, the Hittite, the Perizzite, 

the Hivite and the Jebusite. Go up 

to a land flowing with milk and 

honey; for I will not go up in your 

midst, because you are an obsti-

nate people, and I might destroy 

you on the way.” When the people 

heard this sad word, they went into 

mourning, and none of them put 

on his ornaments. For the LORD 

had said to Moses, “Say to the sons 

of Israel, ‘You are an obstinate 

people; should I go up in your 

midst for one moment, I would 

destroy you. Now therefore, put 

off your ornaments from you, that 

I may know what I shall do with 

you.’” So the sons of Israel stripped 

themselves of their ornaments, 

from Mount Horeb onward. Now 

Moses used to take the tent and 

pitch it outside the camp, a good 

distance from the camp, and he 

called it the tent of meeting. And 

everyone who sought the LORD 

would go out to the tent of meeting 

which was outside the camp. And it 

came about, whenever Moses went 

out to the tent, that all the people 
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would arise and stand, each at the 

entrance of his tent, and gaze after 

Moses until he entered the tent. 

Whenever Moses entered the tent, 

the pil ar of cloud would descend 

and stand at the entrance of the 

tent; and the LORD would speak 

with Moses. When all the people 

saw the pil ar of cloud standing 

at the entrance of the tent, all the 

people would arise and worship, 

each at the entrance of his tent. 

Thus the LORD used to speak to 

Moses face to face, just as a man 

speaks to his friend. When Moses 

returned to the camp, his servant 

Joshua, the son of Nun, a young 

man, would not depart from 

the tent. Then Moses said to the 

LORD, “See, You say to me, ‘Bring 

up this people!’ But You Yourself 

have not let me know whom You 

will send with me. Moreover, You 

have said, ‘I have known you by 

name, and you have also found 

favor in My sight.’ “Now therefore, 

I pray You, if I have found favor in 

Your sight, let me know Your ways 

that I may know You, so that I may 

find favor in Your sight.

The man in whose possession 

the cup has been found, he shall 

be my slave; but as for you, go 

up in peace to your father.” Then 

Judah approached him, and said, 

“Oh my lord, may your servant 

please speak a word in my lord’s 

ears, and do not be angry with 

your servant; for you are equal to 

Pharaoh. “My lord asked his ser-

vants, saying, ‘Have you a father 

or a brother?’ “We said to my 

lord, ‘We have an old father and a 

little child of his old age. Now his 

brother is dead, so he alone is left 

of his mother, and his father loves 

him.’ “Then you said to your ser-

vants, ‘Bring him down to me that 

I may set my eyes on him.’ “But we 

said to my lord, ‘The lad cannot 

leave his father, for if he should 

leave his father, his father would 

die.’ “You said to your servants, 

however, ‘Unless your youngest 

brother comes down with you, 

you will not see my face again.’ 

“Thus it came about when we 

went up to your servant my father, 

we told him the words of my lord. 

“Our father said, ‘Go back, buy 

us a little food.’ “But we said, ‘We 

cannot go down. If our youngest 
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brother is with us, then we will go 

down; for we cannot see the man’s 

face unless our youngest brother 

is with us.’ “Your servant my 

father said to us, ‘You know that 

my wife bore me two sons; and 

the one went out from me, and I 

said, “Surely he is torn in pieces,” 

and I have not seen him since.

“For your 

servant became surety for the 

lad to my father, saying, ‘If I do 

not bring him back to you, then 

let me bear the blame before my 

father forever.’ “Now, therefore, 

please let your servant remain 

instead of the lad a slave to my 

lord, and let the lad go up with his 

brothers. “For how shall I go up 

to my father if the lad is not with 

me — for fear that I see the evil 

that would overtake my father?” 

Then Joseph could not control 

himself before all those who 

stood by him, and he cried, “Have 

everyone go out from me.” So 

there was no man with him when 

Joseph made himself known to his 

brothers. He wept so loudly that 

the Egyptians heard it, and the 

household of Pharaoh heard of it. 

Then Joseph said to his brothers, 

“I am Joseph! Is my father still 

alive?” But his brothers could 

not answer him, for they were 

dismayed at his presence. Then 

Joseph said to his brothers, 

“Please come closer to me.” And 

they came closer. And he said, “I 

am your brother Joseph, whom 

you sold into Egypt. “Now do 

not be grieved or angry with 
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yourselves, because you sold me 

here, for God sent me before you 

to preserve life. “For the famine 

has been in the land these two 

years, and there are still five years 

in which there will be neither 

plowing nor harvesting. “God 

sent me before you to preserve 

for you a remnant in the earth, 

and to keep you alive by a great 

deliverance. “Now, therefore, it 

was not you who sent me here, 

but God; and He has made me a 

father to Pharaoh and lord of all 

his household and ruler over all 

the land of Egypt. “Hurry and go 

up to my father, and say to him, 

‘Thus says your son Joseph, “God 

has made me lord of all Egypt; 

come down to me, do not delay. 

“You shall live in the land of 

Goshen, and you shall be near me, 

you and your children and your 

children’s children and your flocks 

and your herds and all that you 

have. “There I will also provide 

for you, for there are still five years 

of famine to come, and you and 

your household and all that you 

have would be impoverished.”’ 

“Behold, your eyes see, and the 

eyes of my brother Benjamin 

see, that it is my mouth which is 

speaking to you. “Now you must 

tell my father of all my splendor 

in Egypt, and all that you have 

seen; and you must hurry and 

bring my father down here.” Then 

he fell on his brother Benjamin’s 

neck and wept, and Benjamin 

wept on his neck. He kissed all 

his brothers and wept on them, 

and afterward his brothers talked 

with him. Now when the news 

was heard in Pharaoh’s house that 

Joseph’s brothers had come, it 

pleased Pharaoh and his servants. 

Then Pharaoh said to Joseph, “Say 

to your brothers, ‘Do this: load 

your beasts and go to the land of 

Canaan, and take your father and 

your households and come to 

me, and I will give you the best 

of the land of Egypt and you will 
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eat the fat of the land.’ “Now you 

are ordered, ‘Do this: take wagons 

from the land of Egypt for your 

little ones and for your wives, and 

bring your father and come. ‘Do 

not concern yourselves with your 

goods, for the best of all the land 

of Egypt is yours.’” Then the sons 

of Israel did so; and Joseph gave 

them wagons according to the 

command of Pharaoh, and gave 

them provisions for the journey. 

To each of them he gave changes 

of garments, but to Benjamin 

he gave three hundred pieces of 

silver and five changes of gar-

ments. To his father he sent as 

follows: ten donkeys loaded with 

the best things of Egypt, and ten 

female donkeys loaded with grain 

and bread and sustenance for his 

father on the journey. So he sent 

his brothers away, and as they 

departed, he said to them, “Do not 

quarrel on the journey.” Then they 

went up from Egypt, and came to 

the land of Canaan to their father 

Jacob. They told him, saying, 

“Joseph is still alive, and indeed he 

is ruler over all the land of Egypt.” 

But he was stunned, for he did not 

believe them. When they told him 

all the words of Joseph that he had 

spoken to them, and when he saw 

the wagons that Joseph had sent 

to carry him, the spirit of their 

father Jacob revived. Then Israel 

said, “It is enough; my son Joseph 

is still alive. I will go and see him 

before I die.” 

Gen 46:1-7 So Israel set out 

with all that he had, and came to 

Beersheba, and offered sacrifices 

to the God of his father Isaac. God 

spoke to Israel in visions of the 

night and said, “Jacob, Jacob.” And 

he said, “Here I am.” He said, “I 

am God, the God of your father; 

do not be afraid to go down to 

Egypt, for I will make you a great 

nation there.”I will go down with 

you to Egypt, and I will also surely 

bring you up again; and Joseph 
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will close your eyes.” Then Jacob 

arose from Beersheba; and the 

sons of Israel carried their father 

Jacob and their little ones and 

their wives in the wagons which 

Pharaoh had sent to carry him. 

They took their livestock and their 

property, which they had acquired 

in the land of Canaan, and came 

to Egypt, Jacob and all his descen-

dants with him: his sons and his 

grandsons with him, his daughters 

and his granddaughters, and all 

his descendants he brought with 

him to Egypt.

3,300 chief deputies who were 

over the project and who ruled 

over the people who were doing 

the work. Then the king com-

manded, and they quarried great 
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stones, costly stones, to lay the 

foundation of the house with cut 

stones. So Solomon’s builders 

and Hiram’s builders and the 

Gebalites cut them, and prepared 

the timbers and the stones to 

build the house. 

Now it came about in the four 

hundred and eightieth year after 

the sons of Israel came out of the 

land of Egypt, in the fourth year 

of Solomon’s reign over Israel, 

in the month of Ziv which is the 

second month, that he began to 

build the house of the LORD. 

As for the house which King 

Solomon built for the LORD, 

its length was sixty cubits and its 

width twenty cubits and its height 

thirty cubits. The porch in front of 

the nave of the house was twenty 

cubits in length, corresponding 

to the width of the house, and its 

depth along the front of the house 

was ten cubits. Also for the house 

he made windows with artistic 

frames. Against the wall of the 

house he built stories encompass-

ing the walls of the house around 

both the nave and the inner 

sanctuary; thus he made side 

chambers all around. The lowest 

story was five cubits wide, and 

the middle was six cubits wide, 

and the third was seven cubits 

wide; for on the outside he made 

offsets in the wall of the house all 

around in order that the beams 

would not be inserted in the walls 

of the house. The house, while it 

was being built, was built of stone

this commandment, which was 

to result in life, proved to result 

in death for me; for sin, taking 

an opportunity through the 

commandment, deceived me and 

through it killed me. So then, the 

Law is holy, and the command-

ment is holy and righteous and 

good. Therefore did that which 

is good become a cause of death 

for me? May it never be! Rather it 

was sin, in order that it might be 

shown to be sin by effecting my 

death through that which is good, 

so that through the command-

ment sin would become utterly 

sinful. For we know that the Law 

is spiritual, but I am of flesh, sold 

into bondage to sin. For what I am 

doing, I do not understand; for I 

am not practicing what I would 

like to do, but I am doing the very 

thing I hate. But if I do the very 

thing I do not want to do, I agree 

with the Law, confessing that the 

Law is good. So now, no longer 

am I the one doing it, but sin 

which dwells in me. For I know 

that nothing good dwells in me, 

that is, in my flesh; for the willing 

is present in me, but the doing of 

the good is not. For the good that 

I want, I do not do, but I practice 

the very evil that I do not want. 

But if I am doing the very thing 

I do not want, I am no longer the 

one doing it, but sin which dwells 

in me. I find then the principle 

that evil is present in me, the one 

who wants to do good. For I joy-

fully concur with the law of God 

in the inner man, but I see a dif-

ferent law in the members of my 

body, waging war against the law 

of my mind and making me a pris-

oner of the law of sin which is in 

my members. Wretched man that 

I am! Who will set me free from 

the body of this death? Thanks be 

to God through Jesus Christ our 

Lord! So then, on the one hand I 
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myself with my mind am serving 

the law of God, but on the other, 

with my flesh the law of sin. 

Therefore there is now no con-

demnation for those who are in 

Christ Jesus. For the law of the 

Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set 

you free from the law of sin and 

of death. For what the Law could 

not do, weak as it was through 

the flesh, God did: sending His 

own Son in the likeness of sinful 

flesh and as an offering for sin, 

He condemned sin in the flesh, so 

that the requirement of the Law 

might be fulfilled in us, who do 

not walk according to the flesh 

but according to the Spirit. For 

those who are according to the 

flesh set their minds on the things 

of the flesh, but those who are 

according to the Spirit, the things 

of the Spirit. For the mind set on 

the flesh is death, but the mind 

set on the Spirit is life and peace, 

because the mind set on the flesh 

is hostile toward God; for it does 

not subject itself to the law of 

God, for it is not even able to do 

so, and those who are in the flesh 

cannot please God. However, 

you are not in the flesh but in the 

Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God 

dwells in you. But if anyone does 

not have the Spirit of Christ, he 

does not belong to Him. If Christ 

is in you, though the body is dead 

because of sin, yet the spirit is 

alive because of righteousness. 

But if the Spirit of Him who 

raised Jesus from the dead dwells 

in you, He who raised Christ Jesus 

from the dead will also give life 

to your mortal bodies through 

His Spirit who dwells in you. 

So then, brethren, we are under 

obligation, not to the flesh, to live 

according to the flesh — for if you 

are living according to the flesh, 

you must die; but if by the Spirit 

you are putting to death the deeds 

of the body, you will live.

But on the next day all the 

congregation of the sons of Israel 

grumbled against Moses and 

Aaron, saying, “You are the ones 

who have caused the death of the 

LORD’S people.” It came about, 

however, when the congregation 

had assembled against Moses 

and Aaron, that they turned 

toward the tent of meeting, and 

behold, the cloud covered it and 

the glory of the LORD appeared. 

Then Moses and Aaron came to 

the front of the tent of meeting, 

and the LORD spoke to Moses, 

saying, “Get away from among 

this congregation, that I may 

consume them instantly.” Then 

they fell on their faces. Moses said 

to Aaron, “Take your censer and 

put in it fire from the altar, and lay 

incense on it;then bring it quickly 

to the congregation and make 

atonement for them, for wrath has 

gone forth from the LORD, the 

plague has begun!” Then Aaron 

took it as Moses had spoken, and 

ran into the midst of the assembly, 

for behold, the plague had begun 

among the people. So he put on 

the incense and made atonement 

for the people. He took his stand 

between the dead and the living, 

so that the plague was checked. 
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But those who died by the plague 

were 14,700, besides those who 

died on account of Korah. Then 

Aaron returned to Moses at the 

doorway of the tent of meeting, 

for the plague had been checked.

And the wall of the city had 

twelve foundation stones, and on 

them were the twelve names of 

the twelve apostles of the Lamb. 

The one who spoke with me had 

a gold measuring rod to measure 

the city, and its gates and its wall. 

The city is laid out as a square, and 

its length is as great as the width;

And he measured its wall, 

seventy-two yards, according to

Nevertheless death reigned 

from Adam until Moses, even 

over those who had not sinned 

in the likeness of the offense of 

Adam, who is a type of Him who 

was to come. But the free gift is 

not like the transgression. For if 

by the transgression of the one 

the many died, much more did 

the grace of God and the gift by 

the grace of the one Man, Jesus 

Christ, abound to the many. The 

gift is not like that which came 

through the one who sinned; for 

on the one hand the judgement 

arose from one transgression 

resulting in condemnation, but 

on the other hand the free gift 

arose from many transgressions 

resulting in justification. For if 

by the transgression of the one, 

death reigned through the one, 

much more those who receive the 

abundance of grace and of the gift 

of righteousness will reign in life 

through the One, Jesus Christ. So 

then as through one transgression 

there resulted condemnation to 

all men, even so through one act 

of righteousness there resulted 

justification of life to all men. 

For as through the one man’s 

disobedience the many were 

made sinners, even so through the 

obedience of the One the many 

will be made righteous. The Law 
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came in so that the transgression 

would increase; but where sin 

increased, grace abounded all the 

more, so that, as sin reigned in 

death, even so grace would reign 

through righteousness to eternal

from ourselves, but our adequacy 

is from God, who also made us 

adequate as servants of a new 

covenant, not of the letter but of 

the Spirit; for the letter kills, but 

the Spirit gives life. But if the min-

istry of death, in letters engraved 

on stones, came with glory, so 

that the sons of Israel could not 

look intently at the face of Moses 

because of the glory of his face, 

fading as it was, how will the min-

istry of the Spirit fail to be even 

more with glory? For if the min-

istry of condemnation has glory, 

much more does the ministry of 

righteousness abound in glory. 

For indeed what had glory, in this 

case has no glory because of the 

glory that surpasses it. For if that 

which fades away was with glory, 

much more that which remains 

is in glory. Therefore having such 

a hope, we use great boldness 

in our speech, and are not like 

Moses, who used to put a veil over 

his face so that the sons of Israel 

would not look intently at the end 

of what was fading away. But their 

minds were hardened; for until 

this very day at the reading of 

the old covenant the same veil 

remains unlifted, because it is 

removed in Christ. But to this 

day whenever Moses is read, 

a veil lies over their heart; but 

whenever a person turns to the 

Lord, the veil is taken away. Now 

the Lord is the Spirit, and where 

the Spirit of the Lord is, there is 

liberty. But we all, with unveiled 

face, beholding as in a mirror the 

glory of the Lord, are being trans-

formed into the same image from 
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glory to glory, just as from the 

Lord, the Spirit.

When He 

said, “A new covenant,” He has 

made the first obsolete. But what-

ever is becoming obsolete and 

growing old is ready to disappear. 
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Heb 9:1-28 Now even the first 

covenant had regulations of 

divine worship and the earthly 

sanctuary. For there was a taber-

nacle prepared, the outer one, in 

which were the lampstand and 

the table and the sacred bread; 

this is called the holy place. 

Behind the second veil there was 

a tabernacle which is called the 

Holy of Holies, having a golden 

altar of incense and the ark of the 

covenant covered on all sides with 

gold, in which was a golden jar 

holding the manna, and Aaron’s 

rod which budded, and the tables 

of the covenant; and above it 

were the cherubim of glory over-

shadowing the mercy seat; but of 

these things we cannot now speak 

in detail. Now when these things 

have been so prepared, the priests 

are continually entering the outer 

tabernacle performing the divine 

worship, but into the second, only 

the high priest enters once a year, 

not without taking blood, which 

he offers for himself and for the 

sins of the people committed in 

ignorance. The Holy Spirit is sig-

nifying this, that the way into the 

holy place has not yet been dis-

closed while the outer tabernacle 

is still standing, which is a symbol 

for the present time. Accordingly 

both gifts and sacrifices are 

offered which cannot make the 

worshiper perfect in conscience, 

since they relate only to food and 

drink and various washings, regu-

lations for the body imposed until 

a time of reformation. But when 

Christ appeared as a high priest 

of the good things to come, He 

entered through the greater and 

more perfect tabernacle, not made 

with hands, that is to say, not of 

this creation; and not through 

the blood of goats and calves, 

but through His own blood, He 

entered the holy place once for all, 

having obtained eternal redemp-

tion. For if the blood of goats and 
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bulls and the ashes of a heifer 

sprinkling those who have been 

defiled sanctify for the cleansing 

of the flesh, how much more will 

the blood of Christ, who through 

the eternal Spirit offered Himself 

without blemish to God, cleanse 

your conscience from dead works 

to serve the living God? For this 

reason He is the mediator of a new 

covenant, so that, since a death 

has taken place for the redemp-

tion of the transgressions that 

were committed under the first 

covenant, those who have been 

called may receive the promise 

of the eternal inheritance. For 

where a covenant is, there must 

of necessity be the death of the 

one who made it. For a covenant 

is valid only when men are dead, 

for it is never in force while the 

one who made it lives. Therefore 

even the first covenant was not 

inaugurated without blood. For 

when every commandment had 

been spoken by Moses to all the 

people according to the Law, he 

took the blood of the calves and 

the goats, with water and scarlet 

wool and hyssop, and sprinkled 

both the book itself and all the 

people, saying, “THIS IS THE 

BLOOD OF THE COVENANT 

WHICH GOD COMMANDED 

YOU.” And in the same way he 

sprinkled both the tabernacle 

and all the vessels of the ministry 

with the blood. And according to 

the Law, one may almost say, all 

things are cleansed with blood, 

and without shedding of blood 

there is no forgiveness. Therefore 

it was necessary for the copies of 

the things in the heavens to be 

cleansed with these, but the heav-

enly things themselves with better 

sacrifices than these. For Christ 

did not enter a holy place made 

with hands, a mere copy of the 

true one, but into heaven itself, 

now to appear in the presence 

of God for us; nor was it that He 

would offer Himself often, as the 
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high priest enters the holy place 

year by year with blood that is not 

his own. Otherwise, He would 

have needed to suffer often since 

the foundation of the world; but 

now once at the consummation of 

the ages He has been manifested 

to put away sin by the sacrifice 

of Himself. And inasmuch as it 

is appointed for men to die once 

and after this comes judgement, 

so Christ also, having been offered 

once to bear the sins of many, will 

appear a second time for salvation 

without reference to sin, to those 

who eagerly await Him. 

Heb 10:1-31 For the Law, since 

it has only a shadow of the good 

things to come and not the very 

form of things, can never, by 

the same sacrifices which they 

offer continually year by year, 

make perfect those who draw 

near. Otherwise, would they not 

have ceased to be offered, because 

the worshipers, having once 

been cleansed, would no longer 

have had consciousness of sins? 

But in those sacrifices there is a 

reminder of sins year by year. For 

it is impossible for the blood of 

bulls and goats to take away sins. 

Therefore, when He comes into 

the world, He says, “SACRIFICE 

AND OFFERING YOU HAVE 

NOT DESIRED, BUT A BODY 

YOU HAVE PREPARED FOR 

ME; IN WHOLE BURNT 

OFFERINGS AND sacrifices 

FOR SIN YOU HAVE TAKEN 

NO PLEASURE. “THEN I 

SAID, ‘BEHOLD, I HAVE 

COME (IN THE SCROLL OF 

THE BOOK IT IS WRITTEN 

OF ME) TO DO YOUR 

WILL, O GOD.’” After saying 

above, “SACRIFICES AND 

OFFERINGS AND WHOLE 

BURNT OFFERINGS AND 

sacrifices FOR SIN YOU HAVE 

NOT DESIRED, NOR HAVE

in them”  (which are offered 
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according to the Law), then He 

said, “BEHOLD, I HAVE COME 

TO DO YOUR WILL.”

Every priest 

stands daily ministering and 

offering time after time the same 

sacrifices, which can never take 

away sins; but He, having offered 

one sacrifice for sins for all time,

For by one offering He has per-

fected for all time those who are 

sanctified. And the Holy Spirit 

also testifies to us; for after saying,
